The damage in the district sur-
rounding Beaver Creek and Shubel and
'Including the Moehnke settlement will
easily exceed $20,000, but most of the peo-
ple In that neighborhood are In good cir-
cumstances, and their loss will be felt
less than that of the Springwater people.
At least 16 families have been burned out
In the Beaver Creek district Tho fire la
well surrounded now, and men are watch-
ing it The burnt portion is a fearful
sight The fire got in its work early in
this locality, and swept over tho stubble
like a whirlwind. The burning brands

Into contact It was arrested to an extent
by back-firin- g and plowing the stubble
fields.

SAWMiU-- WERE SAVED.

Desperate Fi;cht to Save the Plant of
Smith. & WyUIon Succeeded.

It was ascertained yesterday most
of the sawmills around Pleasant Home
escaped destruction. The hottest fight
was made to cave the sawmill of Smith
& Wyhlon. which was completely sur-
rounded for three days by a wall of Are.
Men lighting fires miles away in every
direction could hear the whistle for help
from this sawmill, but they coujd not
respond, and the mlllmen were left to
fight the battle alone, which they did
successfully. The millraen were pro-
vided with 1C0 feet of hose, and by keep-
ing the steam pump working day andnight the mill plant was kept saturated.
The boee also "played on the surroundings
a much as possible. --But for this hose
the mill would have been wiped out
completely, but It was saved with all tho
buildings. A drop in the wind Friday
evening at a moment when the mill must
have burned, gave needed relief. The
men-we-re completely exhausted by theirlong, fight without respite or sleep.

Tho report that the mill buildings of
Stone, Rodlan & Co., had been burned
proved incorrect When Mr. Stone saw
tho Are was approaching he concluded
tlje mill would be destroyed and gave
ordero for the removal of the machinery
Thursday night In the removal thero
was much damage done. The engine

,was torn loose from the timbers and the
boiler snaked out into the road without,regard to damage tQ the building. Hence
in removing the machinery the plant was
badly damaged.

The Palmer & Co.'s mill buildings were
completely destroyed, but the machinerywas saved.

Force of Men Kept tiie Fire From
Crossing the Troutdale Road.

At Littlepsge's houre and A. B. Elliot's
store on the Troutdale road, Powell
Vnlli llin f.irmors TTnr1 n vrinnlnc iifrili:

Friday afternoon and evening. They fuc--I
ceeded In preventing the Are from leaping
across the road westward, but It was
'the hardest flght made in the county. It
extended from Llttlenagc's nearly to the
home of William Hlllyard south. Every
Inch was contested, but had the wind
continued throughout the afternoon a
thousand acres and many farm-hous-

would have been devastated. The Are
crept sttadily toward Frank Rice's
house. He had moved everything into
the road, ao had all the other farmers In
the neighborhood. Rice gave up the
Aght In the afternoon, as he considered
that hjs houso must go, but the men
worked on in the timber. They sawed
down the tall dead snags, or blew them
up with powder. The dry snags vcrc
the most dangerous thins.- - to contend
with, as the fire would run up them.
Then the red-h- cinders would be carried
for miles with thi wind. reIs ot
small Arcs caught over a mile from where
the Are was burning.

Friday evening there came a lull In thf
wind, and this gave the men rest who
had been without sleep rfnee Monday.
Edward LSttlepago, whew home was the
center of the Aght, said yesterday that
It was the hottest time he had evrr ex-
perienced. Not one in the neighborhood,
he said, thought It would be possible to
save the buildings along the road. All
were prepared to fie with their furniture
at any moment. Off In the limber where
the Are was the fiercest and the Aght the
most dangerous, for miles there Is a
desolate waste of blackened trees left
standing. Every bunch of dry grass
and twigs was burnt The men did effec-
tive work in the intense heat There
was no thought of danger from falling
trees, or the fire. Mr. LUtlepage. In
speaking of the Iocs within a mile ot
his house, said yesterday:

"The loss In fences alone is very great.
Tho whole district is now open, a3 nearly
all the fences to the eastward for two
and a half miles are all burned. Crops
are left open to the ravages of ctock, of
which there is a great amount It wjlj
be Impossible to rebuild fences for
month.". Men cannot bo hired nnd every
fanner will have to do what he can
toward rebuilding his own fences. All
the barn3 burned contained hay and
grain, stored for the Winter. In nearly
every case the losera had all the Ha-
vana grain destroyed. A. C. Llngrln hod
considerable grain In his barn besides his
hay. So had others. ThLs loss Is very
serious, nnd can hardly be estimated.
It Is almost as bad ns if the houses had
been burned and the barns left. The
farmers who lost the barns would havefelt it no more. Lost night we got our
first sleep since Monday."

Farther south a hard fight was madeat Bond House, which is near Elliott'sstoro and postofflce. Yesterday after-noo- n

the farmers in this neighborhood
were restoring their furniture, but were
still uneasy, as they did not know whenthe wind might start up again, whichwould mean a harder flght than ever. Itwm conceded that the drop in the windFriday night saved many thousands ofdollars' worth of property,

NOT FIRST SMOKE II? PORTLAND.
Retrospective Citizen Recalls Those

Glorious Days of '83.
"This Is not the first time that Port-

land was smoked up," remarked a retro-
spective citizen yeGterday as ho wiped anirrigated chunk of the atmosphere out or
the left corner of his right eye. "We
had a pretty thick time of it back In
18S3, Just before Henry Villard and his
big party of excursionists arrived In
Portland at the completion of the North-
ern Pacific Railroad. Tho smoke was so
thick that we could not see across thestreet and all the gay decorations were
a blur at 10 paces away. Just befor
Villard arrived we had a heavy fall of
rain which cleared up the atmosphere In
one night so that we saw Mount Hood
tho next day. Look up The Oregonlan's
Ales for September .of that year." Thereporter did so and found the following
under date of September 3:

"Last evening at least six or. seven
drops of rain forced their way through
tho dense smoke and softly kissed thepanting bosom of Mother Earth. . Later

It is reliably reported that three otherdrops forced their way through another
crack in the smoke but fell Into the
river and were lost At this writing,
2 A. M., the smoko and fog overhead arcas firmly riveted together as ever."

Three days later the rain came good
and hard and The Oregonlan welcomed
it thus:

"About 7 o'clock last evening a gentle
rain began. It was more welcome thanthe flowers of May and the little rlruletr?
in the spouts made tho sweetest music
heard here for many a long day. The
shower soon changed to a gentle drizzle
which in average Oregon weather would
be deemed to mean business. The police
are instructed to arrest the first man,
woman or child seen abroad with an
umbrella."

Three days later Henry Villard arrived
and the atmosphere was perfectly clear.

FARMERS GIVEN RESPITE.
"Wind Die Down and Flrc-FIhti- ne

Tho wind ceased to blow Friday even-

ing, and the fanners in Eastern Mult-
nomah and' Clackamas Counties were
given a respite from their severe labors
and long vigil, since Monday night. Most
of the men and women had been on con-
stant duty from Gresham to the Sandy
River on the east and to Dover and
Safcdy on the southeast and in Pleasant
Valley since Monday night Friday most
of them were able to enjoy rest for the
first time during the week. Yesterday
farmers around Pleasant Home and In
Powell Valley were putting their furni-
ture back intn their linmp.? ns it iras
considered that the worst was over.

The back-fir- e for the purpose of pre-
venting the Are on the hill south of
Gresham from approaching the town
further, or racing toward tho --farms to
tho eastward, undertaken Friday night,
was entirely successful. H. E. Proston
and about 12 othenj carried out the plan.
At Ray Gibbs' barn, right on the top of
the hill, the back-fir- e came near com-
municating to the barn, but In other re-
spects the plan worked out successfully.
It involved thoroughly systematic work
for several hours during the night Thero
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Is now no further danger to Gresham,
even if the place should be surrounded by
fire. At ono time the Are crept down
Into the town. The Arc In the Methodist
Manse also reached some dry stuff to
the south and burned up to within, a few
feet of the fences and buildings. Some
of the fences were destroyed. It was
through the careful work that was-- done
at Gresham that much loss of property
was prevented.

All Joined In fighting the fires. A. B.
Gibbs, an aged man. and L. Winters,
also quit aged, did good service. They
were In the hottest of the fight At times
the heat was so Intense that they were
compelled to dip their heads In the spring
of water. Fortunately there was plenty
of water.

Fred Conley and E. L. Thorpe, carriers
of the two routes on cither side of Gresh-
am, had a hot time in making
their rounds Thursday, and Friday. Con-le- y

at one time barely escaped being
crushed by a falling tree. Thorpe pas3cd
through co hot a place that he had to
cover his horse with a wet blanket, but
there plucky carriers never failed to
make the rounds of their respective
routes, although bestt with danger on
every side.

Mra. Rilla Heiney, whose husband owns
the Heiney sawmill east of Sycamore,
saved a Jersey cow and an old ox that
were threatened with death. H. B. Dick-
inson, who recently purchased the Reg-n-ar

farm, says that he never saw any-
thing that equalled the grandeur of the
forest fire that surrounded his place
Thursday night The fire would Tun up
a snag and leap to another, and then
Illuminate the surroundings for miles.

BIG LOSSES SEAR SPRINGWATER.
Dtvelllngrx, Barns nnd Livestock Arc

Destroyed by Fire.
Fully of the dwellings In

the neighborhood of Springwater have
been dcsiroyad by the fire.

It extends through an
extensive burnt district, which was the
battle ground of a hard Aght to keep he
Are from sweeping eastward to a large
number of farms. Mr. Metzger will have
tills road cleared of debris at once.

PROBABLY FATALLY BURSED.
Miss "Wolf, of Dover, Fearfully In-

jured Her Clothes Burned Off.
While no fire mode Its appearance at

Sandy It came near wiping out tho little
place of Dover, six miles distant At
Dover the people turned out and made a
hard fight It was here while fighting
fires that the daughter of H.
Wolf was fearfully burned and now Ufa
at her home in a critical condition. . Her
brother was also badly burned.' .

The two were fighting tiro in the brush.
The girl's clothes caugljt, and in an in-
stant she was enveloped In the flames.
It seemed Impossible to save her from a
horrible death, but her brother and some
others, who were near, literally tore her
flaming clothes off, burning their hands.
Her clothes wero all aflaipe and were
burned and torn off. She was badly
burned about the body and legs, and at
last accounts yesterday was under med-
ical attendance at her home.

Tho full extent of her Injuries couldnot be determined, but It is thought thatIf she has not Inhaled the fire she will
recover. Her brother was not so badly
burned, although he has boen suffering
severely.

ETHEL PULLES'S CLOTHES BURNT.
Was Half a Mile Awny Frqm Fire

at Falrvlcw "When Spark Came.
Ethel, the daughter of A. S. Pullen,

had a narrow escape from being burnedto death near Fairview. The fire wasraging half a mile away in the brush
from where she was standing, guarding
the house, Friday, when a red-h- ot cinder
alighted on her dress. In an Instant her
clothes were on fire. She was saved by
those hearing her screams running to her
and tearing her burning clothes from herbody. She escaped- - with a few severe
burns.

FIRE ON SALMON RIVER.
R. W. Parker Saved One Barn Is

Still Fijrhtlnc- - Fires There.
Byron Reynolds and party camo in from

Salmon River Frjday evening. He re-
ported that one of the barns on R. W.
Parker's place was still standing when
he came away. A party was fighting thefire and trying to snve the barn. No wordhas yet been received from Mtf Parker.His wife has been looking for him homeat any time. He Is probably kept on hisranch fighting Are.

Suburbs No Longer in Dancer.
The serious character of tho Area thathave been burning In the vicinity of Port-

land has disappeared, and no present
fears are entertained of losses of anygreat consequence. Tho Are is still burn-ing on the west side of the gulch, back
of Macleay Park, and only a strong wind
from the west would send it across to
the Portland side. Out south of Portland,
in the hills, the Are Is burning, but mak-
ing slow progress. No property Is men-
aced at present Reports from Fulton.Bortha and along the SJavln road yester-
day wero to the effect that nQ damage
from the Are is feared.

No Damn ore Near Ashland.
Hon. E. D. Brigas, who came to Port-

land yesterday from Ashland, says thatthe forest Ares have destroyed no valuable
timber in that county yet, so far as he
has learned. Fires In slashings aro nu-
merous, and tho atmosphere is very
smoky.

Fire Near Long: Beach.
Fire was raging in tho timber aroundLong Beach, and for a time the people

there had to flght with all their energy
to prevent their property being destroyed.
Tho barn of L, A. Loomis, president of

the Hwico Railway & Navigation Com-
pany, wan burned, and it was with tho
utmost difficulty that the house was
saved. The fire has subsided somewhat
however, and Long Beach Is now prac-
tically out of danger.

UNDER CONTROL AT EUGENE.
MIllmeH Tamed Out and Averted Dis-

astrous Fixe Losses.
EUGENE, Sept 13. (Special.) Smoke

from the numerous forest Ares continues
to thicken In the Valley,, and nearly
everybody Is suffering from sore eyes as"
a result Everything Is In s,

and In the houses and stores It Is almost
dark enough to light lamps In the mid-
dle of the day. This morning for a time
it was Impossible to distinguish the form
of a house at a distance of three blocks,
and Skinners' Butte, at the depot, could
not be seen from Eighth street, a dis-
tance of four blocks.

The fire on Mill Creek, Ave miles above
the Booth-Kellc- y Company's Wendllng
mill. Is now under control, as a result of
the strenuous efforts of the company yes-
terday. The entire crew from the mill,
consisting of 200 men, went to Aght the
Ares yesterday. They were given ex-
tra pay by the company, and worked
with shovels and axes to confine the Are
to a small area. Late last night it was
reported that the, Are at that place was
considered aurrounded-an- d that it would
not likely extend any farther. But the
entire 200 men remained on duty or at
convenient distances all night, and are
taking a lay-o- ff today to rest up. The
lors of the company Is estimated at about
5C0C0.

In the vicinity of Cedar Flat, where It
was feared it would be Impossible to
save the sawmill belonging to Chipman
& Son, tetter reports are coming in to-
day. The Are is not unGer control, but
Is still raging with great fury. Tio mill,
however. Is now considered out of dan-
ger. A large force of mon has been at
work there fighting the Are and clearing
for tho protection of the jnlll, and now
only a guard 13 kept there.

Above the ferry on the McKcnzie, at
one point on tho stage road, it is consid-
ered dangerous for teams to travel the
road. The fl'o has crossed the river and
is bnrn'ng on boCi sides, and there is
great danger of trees falling across the
road.

From Mapleton to Florence, on tho
Sluslaw, the Arcs are also continuing to In-

crease. Until the pest two days It was not
"thought much damage to timber would
result In that victory, as the fires were
working mostly In old burns and Fcrag-gl- y

timber, where It was rather a benefit
than otherwise, In thnt the thick under-
brush was being destroyed. But now
damage is being dona by the fire working
Into the valuable green timber. Several
homesteaders' cabins have been destroyed,
and a number of settlers who are living
ilong the river have had to flght fire
to keep It away from their homes.

FIRES SUBSIDE NEAR OLYMPIA.

On the Chehnlls Loss of Logrs Esti-
mated 100,000,000 Feet.

TACOMA, Sept. 13. 5peclal dispatches
to the Ledger from Olympia state that
the forest Ares In that vicinity have
abated somewhat and the ntnfbsphere is
much clearer. Small Ares are burning
along the logging roads near Shelton, but
no damage of consequence has been done
except tbe burning of one or two small
trestles. Tialns arc patrolling the tracks
all the time to keep the fires under con-
trol. The State Land Commissioner has
called In all of his cruisors until such
time as It will be safe for them to again
go Into the woody.

To the north and east of Aberdeen the
greatest damage has been to timber on the
Upper Wlshkaha River. Loggers estimate
that on this stream and the Chchalis at
least 100,000,000 feet of timber has been
burned. Two of Poison Bros," camps, In-

cluding 20 horses and outfits, have been de-
stroyed. Tho srreat dam on the Hooulam
River caught Are 'last night and was de
stroyed.

It 13 feared many loggers and cruisers in
that vicinity have perished.

Dispatches to tho Ledger fnmv-Elm- say
the danger in tlrat vicinity has passed,
as the wind fell and the fires slowed down.
About 100 families are hornelcRi, Several
persons are missing, but no lives are
known to have been lost. The fire In the
Coweman country has swept all before It
for 20 miles down the river and across
the Kalama River. Two men escaped
death by lying In the river for several
hours. The loggers in the J. B. Hills camp
were awakened at midnight, and Aed for
their lives, leaving everything to burp, and
the camp was destroyed. Many houses
have been burned, and the loss is very
heavy.

Columbia River district has been near Oak
Point and Skamokawa, where several leg-
ging camps have been wiped out and much
timber destroyed. The fire is still burning,
but it la Impossible to get near enough
to estimate Jts extent

At Eureka yesterday It was thought that
Ave persons had been burned, but thi3
morning all wore accounted for. The pros-
pects of rain aro still slight, as tho barom-
eter remains steady, but tho wind is grow-
ing stronger from tho south a sign thatIs considered hopeful.

ONLY DAMAGE TO TIMDEIL
Benton County's Firo Losses Are Un-

obtainable at Present.
CORVALLIS, Sept 13. (Special.) For-

est fires are prevalent in the western por-
tion of Benton County. In the main, they
are In remote section, and are confined
to destruction of growing timber. On
the south side of Mary's Peak. In par-
ticular, and on Grass Mountain, in the
same vicinity, tho woods have been burn-
ing for several days. No damage Is re-
ported beyond tho .timber loss, which Is
believed to be extensive. Some of the
timber affected is reported to be on lands
on which claimants have recently proven
up.

In the vicinity of the old Harris Mill, 12

or 15 miles west of Corvallls, a wide ex-
panse of timber Is burning. At Summit
along the llntf of tho Corvallls se Eastern,
Ores wcrq burning on all sides of the.
town, and fqr a time Thursday afternoon
there seemed danger that much property
would be destroyed. Ranchers and oth-
ers In the vicinity, however, turned out to
fight the flames, anu today the situation
Is reported much better.

Estimates as to the extent and charac-
ter of tho loss are unobtainable. Smoke
lo so thick at times in Corvallls that ob-
jects cannot be distinguished at a dis-
tance of 200 yards.
