XEW YORK, Sept. ¥.—The Financler
Bays:

The most striking fact shown by the
officlal statoment of the New York as-
poclated bapks last week wos that the
‘murpius reserve had been entirely wiped
out, leaving a deflclency of $1L,6A.00 It
is notewurthy thet this s the first time
gince November 25, 1880, that a deficlency
in the reserve has been shown; then it
was G220 It may be observed that
thy wiping out of the surplus last week
ghould excite no spprebension. As has
heretofore been siated, reserves are for
use, mot ornament, and whenever, the
needs of the situation demand an en-
eroachment ypon the surplua, even to the
extent of its entire extinction, It s per-
maissibie, end is so recognized by the Con-
troller of the Currency. Moreover, it may
be noted that only the National banks fan
the assoclalon, nombering 42 out of the &,
are required by law to malntaln 25 per
eent of reserve to deposils, the remalning
17 state banks being obliged legunily to
bold but 16 per cent. The banks in the
msaociation are exceptionally strong ay
regands surplus and net profits, which ex-
ceed by 514,464,400 the total capite! of §10,-
07170, and, therefore, there cannot be the
least cause for anxiety.

The banks will in the current week and
tmmediately thereafter receive consider-
‘able gold from Europs and from other
wsources, and hence the presemt situatiom
will be supposedly relleved. The banks
last week reported a loss of §7.351,700 cash,
specie being reduced by $5,765,100 and logal
tender by $1,663.000. This loss was much
greater than that which was estimated
©n the basie of the traceable movements
of meney during the week, which showed
& probable” decrease of 3005000, The dis-
erepancy can be accountsd for on the
theary that there was a much greater
movement (0 the Interior than was re-
ported. The loans were contracted by $1.-
#6500, making a reduction since August
3 of sbout HMLHWO0M. This contraction
weg doubtless due to calls of loans by
banks which thereby sought to rpectify
their position as regerds reserve. The de-
Posita fell off §15,805 300, ar $71,200,000 since
August 16; the reserve reguirement was
reduced $.974.575 through the decrease In
deposits; deducting this sum from the
Bum of cash Jeaves RIGT1US as the loss
of surplus reserve which, as above stated,
now #£iands as a J1,6200 deficiency.

It is probable that
the restraiot of the speculation had much
to do with the quiet tone of the money
market, although some rellef was afford-
ed from the process of depletion of New
York banking reserves, without, however,
entirely arresting it

important renewai of the selling. This
wWas a reflection of the upvarying confi-
dgence which Ix felt In the promise of nct-
fva trade and prosperous conditions dur-
Ing the coming season. Some effect was
manifested carly in the week from the
freering wenther in the Northwest and the
reporie of damage to the corn crop, but
the belief that the crop is practically made
and beyond the reach of serious harm
overcRme this Influence. Tha continued
bad reportx of the cottom crop were a
more persistent Influence. Rumors of &
formal settlement of the anthracite min-
erg’ mrike were foliowed by disappoint-
ment, but there was evidence of a con-
siderable Inoreese in the shipments of
coal, which Induced the belief that the
trouble will wear Itself out.

“When Helnge announced last July thet
he was a Democrat he immediately be-
gan to lay plans to wrest control of the
party from Clark. He secured the adop-
tion of his plan of apportionment of dele-
gates to the state convention by the atate
commiltee, and his supporiers bolted the
meeting of the Silver Bow County com-
mittee und called 2 separate convention,
e is 1 man of considerable means and of
great energy and ability, and while he
cannot compete with Clark in the amount
of wealth he has avallable, he can make
& very Interesting Nght. Clark has the
reputation of having used mongy freely
In former elections, and 1f he should do
80 thix time, there will be exciting times
In Montana, with good chances of Repub-
lican Euccess.

“it ln openly charged by the Clark men
thet Heinze's object is not so much to
secure control of (e Legisiature as to
control the courts. He is engaged In &
number of sults in regard to wvaluabile
minea in Butte under the extra-luteral
right law agalnst the Amalgaumated Cop-
per Company, he belng at the head of the
Unital Copper Company. It Is charged by
the Clark Democrats that he wishes 10
have the Bupreme Court enlarged to five
Judges, s0 thet two additional Judges
would be appointed by his friend, Gov-
ernor Toole. It I8 claimed that he would
then cuntrol & majority of the court, af
least that Is the verslon of the case
given £y the Clark men.

“As o Republican, 1 have no direct In-
terest in the fight, but as my Interests
are those of the Amalgamated Copper
Company, for which I am attorney, I am
paturzlly an inlerested party. While 1 do
not belleve that Helnge can win, he can
certainly give Clark a hot-fight."

The first Is & deed on parchment from
Charles 11 to his brother James, Duke of
York, afterward King of England, giving
him a grant of gll lands from the St. Law.
rence River to Chesapeake Bay. The
only two names on the grant that Ameri-
cans of today would recognize are Nan-
tuciet and Cape Cod, which are apelled
ue they ara todsy. The Bt. Lawrence
River in designated as "The Great River
in Cansda.”

The deed is beautifully written In Gothie
lettering, and the document Is in excellent
condition, Under esch lina of writing is
a ruling of red, evidently done with a guill,
The parchment ta over two feet In length,
and tg the bottom la attached what was
once o lnrge secal of wax.

Gold and siver cords are fastened to the
seal. In an upper left-hband corner s an
engraving of Charies II, and the borders
of the deed are filled with pen-and-ink de-
wgns, delicate and beautiful. The docu-
ment ls dated from Westminster in the
17th year of King Charles’ relgn. Whils
the Sqpd s apparently the original, for the
amount of work expended on it would not
be given to a copy. no signatures appear,
end apparently none was ever plaged

WORK ON SCHOOLHOUSES.

Sunnyalde Bulldia_- is Nearly Fin-
Ished—Others Are Behind. ~

Work on the Sunnyside, Bellwood and
Woodlawn schoolhouses in  progressing
slowly, especially on the last two build-
Ingh. At SBunnyside the schoolhouse will
be finlshed ready to be ocoupled by pu-
plla in nbout slx weeks Plastering and
tinting of rooms are finlshed. Delay In
this buliding was caused by want of lum-
ber. The bullding would have been fin-
ished In time for the opening of school
had thero been no shortage of lumber,
which was no fault of the contractor.

At Woodlawn only the basement walls
are finished, and carpenters are laving
the first floor. which Is npot yot fAfished.
For this bullding lumber in small quan-
tities is balng obtnined from the Van-
couver mills. There has been s0 great a
shortage of lumber at this bullding that
the foreman this week lald off five car-
penters. There was no material for them
to work with. An elght-room school-
house is being put up for Woodlawn, bat
the prospects for using it this school year
ape not very encouraging. The foreman
fears ha cannot get it Inclosed before the
Fall ralns. The school Is using the old
bullding and several outside rooms, so
the inconvenlence 18 no greater than it
was last year.

At Bellwood the foundation and frame
of the new portion arae up, an® work Is
going forward as rapidly as material will
permit. Here the puplls are accommo-
dated In the old bullding and several
outside rooms. Probably the annex may
be completed so that It can be ocecupled
the last few montha of the school year.

WINTER BATHHOUSE.
