'ﬂmarlcan Federation Sends
Word to the World

IN CELEBRATION OF 2IST YEAR

Resolutions Against the Ship Subsidy
Bill apnd Demand for Repeal of
Law Hequiring Enginecrs to
Give Notice Before Quitting.

NEW ORLEANS, Nov. 15—"Resolved.
That we declare our unfaltering fealty
to the trade labor movement of our coun-
try, devoting our best cfforts to the up-
lfting of the wage-carners of ouf coun-
try, giving them hope and cncourliomem
and appealing to them to unite with or-
ganized workers, so that the fraternity
of man of the world may be achleved at
the earliest possible date.”

This i= the message sent out by the
American Federation of Labor on the
Zst annlversary of Its birth to the work-
ingmen throughout the world.

The last =es=lon o0f the day was within
a few minutes of its close, when Presi-
dent Gompers announced that he desired
te recognize Delegate Andrew Furuseth
for a particular purpose, The latter de-
clared that November 15, 122 was the
fist birthday of the American Federation
of Labor, and gave a short sketch of Its
history and Itz alms, President Gompers
made n brief address, saying that of all
the delegutes present nt the formation of

the organization in Pittsburg in 1831, Mr. [

Furuseth was the only delegate present.
Upon motion of Mr, Driscoll, of Massa-
chusstts, he was appointed a committes
of one to frame an appropriate resolution
and the message given is the resuit.

The committee on resclutions reported
favorably on the motion declaring
agalnst the subsidy blll and the conven-
tion was about 1o adopt the report when
Wiiiiam J. Gllthorpe, of the Brotherhood
of Bollermakers and Iron EBhipbuilders,
took the floor to speak In its favor., He de-
clared that its enactment Into a law
would result in the increased employment
of akilled labor nnd enabla this country
to oconstruct s=hips as cheaply as they
could be bullt in forclgn countries. He
declared that the American marine re-
quired protection and this could be ne-
cured through the passage of the subsidy
blll, and he urged that the report of the
resolutions committee be

When he took his seat delegates were
on thelr feet clambring for recognition.
President Gompers gave the
James O'Conpnell, president of the
national Assoclation of Machinists,
dellvered a vehement address, declaring
that no greater combination existed in
the United States than that of the great
shipyards and that unlon labor had no
more relentiess foe, They were opposed
to the elght-hour day, he sald, and had

' discharged union men because they were |

Andrew Furuseth, delegate of the Sea-
men's Unlon, and framer of the resolu-

tion, spoke at great length against Mr.
Glithorpe's attitode. He declarsd that
steel and iron vessels could be buflt In

this country for ss little money as sany-
where in the world, saying that a mem-
ber of the firm of Cramp & Sons had so
testified before a Congressional commit-
. On the fnal vite the committee's
resolution wns adopted. Mr. Gilthorpe
cast the sole negative vote,

The resolution declaring agalnst the
Nicaragua or Panama canal came next
and in this the resolutions committee re-
ported adversely. A motion to adopt the
report was made &6t once. Delegate
Furuseth, who introduced the resolution,
rizsing to speak In its
that e knew he stood almost alone. He
ioxisted thal the American Navy was In-
ferlor and not streng enough to pretect
the canal and that in time of war an
army would be neccssary. This army
could only march through Mexico and
Central America and permission to do
thi= would be refused by the Latin-Amer-
fean countries and then the United Statee
would be compelled to conguer them in
order to protect its own interests on the
isthmus.

kept open all night under the present
closing law, an estimate was made of
the amount the city would recelve if the
ordinance was passed and the classifica-
tion made. Beveral of the Coun&ith
agreed that at least 3 saloons o
open after the hour of 1 o'clock;
they had to pay the extra 5100 fe-the
clty would be the richer by 36000 each
Year,

A closer Inquiry by three Coungllmen
showed that by a further classification
the clty would recelve an additlon of
éeveral thousand dollars more to its in-
come. The later proposition Ix to divide
the saloons fnto five classes—Classes A,
B, C. D. and B. Class A, which eonsists
of the principal hotel bars, Is to be rated
at §1m0; class B, saloons bhaving more
than one bar, at $500; class T, one bar
and slde entrances, $500: class D, all-night
saloons, $500; claxs E, saloons open dur-
Ing the present established hours, $o0.
The license for restaurants retalling liquor
has not been agreed upon, but a Coun-
cllman sald it would probably not be less
than #00 n year.

In speaking of the proposed classificn-
tlon® a Councilman sald yesterday thot
they would be taken up by the commit-
tee, but the figures given might not he
agreed upon. He belfeved they should be
accepted, and he had no fear that the
city would lose any rovenue by thelr
adoption. Asked If some of the u']lAnlzht
saloon men mizht not move ontside of the
city limits and secure the benefit of tha
state leense lnw—requiring an annual
payment of 300 a year, the present clty
tix—he sald that not more than thres
or four would be numbered In the exodus.
Nehrly all the ssloons were situnted In
the clty proper. and only a few wera
county line.

Bronged by exposure to the 2-houar sun
of the Arctic reglonf during his 7000 miles
of journeyings In ¢ Interior of Alasks,
the Right Rev. Blshop P. T. Rowe, of
the Eplscopal dlocess of Alaska, 1s spend-
Ing & few days In the city, on his way
from San Francisto back to his North-
ern home. As one looks at his stalwart
frame, one cain realize that he 1= quite
capable of paddling a cance Y9 miles |
along the great rivera of the North, as |
he did last Summer, He Is at the Port-
Innd, accompanied by Mrs, Rowe.

“I find the work of the church more or
les= satisfactory,” sald he to The Qre-
gonlan, In speaking of the #uccess he has
met with in the far North, '"though not |
of course what I would like it o be. Men |
who go to Alaska g0 for no other puarpose
than to get rich. They are a fine lot of
msen, but are not Interested in our work,

though we do have thelr sympathy.
Whether because of the cllmate or the
food, or because of the removal from |

home to the wilderness, some of them run |
down and become degenerate very quick- |
lv. That statement s made by many of
them to me, Hut [ don't think they are
