
FIGHT MOODY'S BILL

Mfnutesof Committee Against

Checkerboard.

IN THE INTEREST OF THE FEW

Denounced as Clans Legislation,
Which Would Cost Government

Millions and Point Worthless
Land Upon It.

OREGONIAN NEWS BUREAU, "Wash-

ington, Jan. 10. Three members of the
House public lands committee, Jones of
Washington , Shafrotb of Colorado and
Brundidge of Arkansas, ivill on Monday
file a strong minority report protesting
against the passage of the checkerboard
land bill recently reported favorably to
the House. They allege that the bill pro-

poses an exchange wholly in the Interest
of specified settlers; that it is class legis-

lation that will not benefit the Govern-

ment or the public.
Under its provisions millions of dollars

would have to be expended in making the
exchanges, with no return to the Govern-

ment. They assert that, despite its care-

ful working, it would result In shoving
off on the Government worthless lands
in exchange for those of considerable
value. Fraud under its provisions could
not be prohibited.

Under the bill the lands returned to the
Government must be acquired in not to

(. exceed tracts, yet the committee
says, quoting Secretary Hitchcock, that
small tracts of these lands are practically
worthless. How, then, asks the minority,
would the bill tend to develop the coun-

try?
The bill is held to be unjust in allowing

holders of odd sections to make exchanges,
while settlers on even sections within
grants shall not enjoy the same privi-

leges.
The minority says it will stoutly fight

the bill, if it is pressed in the House, and
hopes to be able to dffoat It.

forced the laws by which. It was averred,
redress could be secured.

There was much divergence of opinion
at flret as to the most effective method
to pursue to obtain relief from the present
price of coal. Suggestions were made that
an open letter be addressed to President
Roosevelt, that a convention be called at
Detroit or Chicago, or that Congress be
appealed to for action. The proposal, to
"move on Washington in a body," finally
prevailed, it being agreed that the en-

forcement of existing laws offered ade-
quate means of relief.

The permanent committee of the Detroit
coal convention consists of W. S. May-bur-y,

Mayor of Detroit; Rev. R. A. White,
Chicago; E. M. Lahiff, Chicago; United
States Senator Mason, Judge Edward F.
Dunne, Chicago;' Father R. B. Condon,
Reedsbnrg, Wis.; T. EL Tarsney, Corpora-
tion Counsel of Detroit; W, C. P. Breck-enridg- e,

Kentucky; George W. Alexander,
Providence, R. L, and Judge W. A. Bab-coc- k,

Cleveland. All were present except
Messrs. Breckenridge, Babcock and Al-

exander.
Following an executive session. Mayor

Maybury explained the action of the con-

ference in a formal statement.
"It was the order of the convention at

Detroit," he said, "that this committee
should call the convention to reassemble
whenever such a course was deemed nec-
essary. The decision of the committee is
that the convention be reassembled. It
was decided to select Washington as the
place to meet, the gathering to assemble
at the earliest practicable date.

"The convention will not be confined to
the delegates who attended the Detroit
session, though the gentlemen accredited
to that meeting will be members of the
convention at Washington by virtue of
their credentials to the first convention.
In addition, It is the purpose of the con-
vention to aek the Chambers of Com-
merce, the Boards of Trade and other
civic organizations of the country to send
delegations in such numbers as they see
fit. In addition the Governors of all the
states and the Mayors of all the largor
cities will be asked to designate repre-
sentatives to attend the convention, it be-
ing the desire to make the personnel of
the gathering as widely representative as
possible."

In conclusion, Mayor Maybury explained
that the date for the gathering at the
National capital would be fixed according
to the developments that telegraphic cor
respondence would evoke with relation to
the convenience of those expected to take
a prominent part in the convention.

The speeches made by Senator Mason,
Mr. Tarsney, Rev. R. A. White and Mayor
Maybury indicated that the convention at
Washington would be devoted largely to
the presentation of charges that Attor

al Knox has failed to grant the
relief that the laws make. In fact, more
than three hours of speechmaklng were
consumed chiefly with arguments to that
effect.

GRAND JURY INQUIRY BEGUN.

It Will Seek Evidence of Conaplracy
Amongr Coal Dealers.

CHICAGO, Jan. 10. The prompt action
of State's Attorney Charles Dlneen upon
information furnished him by the special
committee appointed by tho Illinois Man
ufacturers' Association resulted In the
convening this morning of a special grand
Jury to Inquire into the causes for high
prices demanded for coal by Chicago deal
ers. Twenty Deputy Sheriffs worked al
most the entire night to secure service of
summons upon 75 veniremen, and of sub-pen- as

for the appearance of prominent
coal dealers who are believed to be in n.
coal combination in defiance of the law.
When court was called this morning a ma
Jorlty of the talesmen were on hand, and
the work of Impaneling a Jury at once pro
ceeded.

The formal order for the special grand
jury was issuea by Judge Willard Mc
Ewen yesterday upon a petition by the
State's Attorney declaring his belief that
there exists among certain coal operators
owners ana dealers a combination "inluri
ous to the p'ublic trade," and that in con
sequence "great distress and suffering pre'
vail among tne poor in the community."

Judge McEwen immediately suspended
court proceedings while he issued the or-
der for a special venire convening tho
grand Jury. The order was taken at once
to the Jury Commissioners, and 75 names
were handed Sheriff Barrett for immediate
service.

Attorney-Gener- al Hamlin, who was In
telephonic communication- - with Mr. Dlneen
several times yesterday, arrived In Chl- -

cago today and will take an active part
in the prosecution. It Is also expected
that the Retail Dealers' Association, the
Building Managers' Association, and the
committee of the City Council will assist
in the proceedings.

Twenty-thre- e jurors were quickly se-

lected and the oath administered. Judge
McEwen's charge was brief and confined
largely t"o defining the duties of the jur-
ors.

"It is not necessary to indulge in any
language," he said, after reading to them
the State Attorney's petition, "to Im-
press upon you or upon any fair-mind-

man the crime and infamy of such a
situation as is here set forth. Your du-

ties with regard to the investigation are
set forth in the oath you have taken."

The jury then retired to enter upon
its investigation.

REPEAL DUTY OX COAL.

3IIlwaukec Appeals to Senator
Quarlcs to Act Quickly.

MILWAUKEE. Jan. 10. Following a
meeting of business men here today to
provide means for relieving the fuel short-
age in Milwaukee, Mayor Rose telegraphed
the following message to United States
Senator Quarles, at Washington:

"The people of our city are confronted
by a coal famine and it is working great
hardship. We are endeavoring to arrange
to purchase coal in Canada. The tax Is
C7 cents per ton. Is it not possible to
secure the Immediate passage of a resolu-
tion through Congress, at least suspending
the duty on hard coal? A bill ought to
be presented putting hard coal on the
free list If we can get the resolution
through it will work immediate benefit.

"I do not think the true conditions axe
realized. Great suffering is resulting from
he famine and we look to the future with

alarm. Will you take this matter up your-
self, apply to the proposition the perse-
verance and energy that I know you pos-

sess, if it meets with your approval, and
do what you can to relieve these condi-
tion."

PRICE OF COAL STILL GOES UP.

Independent Operator Advnnce An-
thracite to JflO 50 n Ton.

NEW YORK, Jan. 10. The combination
of independent operators who have now
control of the anthracite market in New
York have advanced the tidewater price of
anthracite to ?10 50 a ton. This virtually
means the minimum price, as' the tidewa-
ter price will advance with increasing
cold weather to any figure any Independ-
ent operator can command for the coal.
The quantity of coal controlled by the
coal-carryi- companies which is now
coming to tidewater here at the rate of $3
a ton is so small that It has little effect
on prices.

Mayor Low says he has already done ev-
erything in his power, personally and of-

ficially, to obtain a larger supply for the
city, but expresses the hope that the res-
olution of the Board of Estimate and Ap-
portionment instructing him to ask from
the coal companies an additional supply of
coal for the city would add weight to his
representations.

FAMINE ACUTE IX KANSAS.

Poor Are Suffering, Riots Impending:
and Railroads Seize Coal.

TOPEKA, Kan., Jan. 10. The coal fam-
ine in Kansas is taking on a more serious
aspect. Dealers in Topeka announced to-

day that they were practically out of
coal with no immediate chance of getting
more. The State Reform School has only
two days supply left. Two manufactur-
ing concerns were compelled to close down
this morning on account of a lack of fuel.

At Ottawa, Lawrence and Atchlneon riots
have been narrowly averted during the
past three days whenever a car of coal
arrived. Much suffering exists among the
poorer class, because they cannot obtain
enough coal.

It is alleged that the railroads are con-
fiscating a large part "of the coal that If
shipped. They are ready to reimburse the
owners of the coal in a pecuniary way,
but their action makes the coal famine
much more stringent.

COAL TRAIN HELD UP.

Citizens Willing to Pay for Coal, nut
Will Have It.

SPRINGFIELD, I1L, Jan. 10. Because
there was a coal famine in the city and
the dealers were unable to secure any
coal, a large number of citizens of Areola
held up a coal train of 30 cars on the
Illinois Central Railroad as it was' pass
ing through the .town this afternoon and
uncoupled the engine and refused to allow
the cars to proceed further, despite the
efforts of the trainmen, aided by the local
police. At a late hour tonight the cars
were still In Areola.

The citizens are willing to pay the value
of the fuel, but are determined to have It.

DETROIT BEGINS BUYING COAL.

Relief 3Icasurcs Tnlcen, Trusting to
Legislature to Legalize.

DETROIT, Mich.. Jan. 10. The Muni
cipal Coal Commission appointed by May
or Maybury to begin the immediate pur-
chase of coal commenced work today. J.
L. Hudgins, who is president of the com-
mission, said he would loan the commis
sion $10,000 with which to purchase coal
pending the passage of an enabling act
by the Legislature to legalize the use of
$50,000 of the city's funds" for this purpose.
The commission decided to use the yards
of the Department of Public Works and
the Water Board for coalyards.

PRICE ADVANCED IN KANSAS.

Leavenworth. Mines Cannot Fill Or-

ders Minerii Want Advance.
LEAVENWORTH, Kan., Jan. 10. The

coal mining companies here tonight an-
nounced an Increase of 25 cents per ton
in the selling price of coal. The com-
panies have advanced the price of coal 56
cents within the last month. The demand
Is so great that the Leavenworth mines
cannot fill half the orders which they are
receiving.

It is said the miners will ask an increase
in wages.

THOUSANDS OF MEN IDLE.
Pennsylvania Steel Works Cloned for

Lack of J?nel.
HARRISBURG. Pa., Jan. 10. The Penn

sylvania Steel Yorks, at Steelton. closed
down indefinitely today on account of the
lack of fuel, throwing several thousand
men out of work. The company Is
crowded with orders.

Deep Snovr in Kansas.
TOPEKA, Kan., Jan. 10. Snow is falling

In all parts of Kansas tonight. The tern
perature Is higher than for several days
past, but the snow will be the heaviest
of the Winter. In the Western part of
the state, the snow is drifting and the
trains are being delayed to some extent.
Telegraph wirco are also suffering In dif-
ferent parts of the state.

St. Paul In Coldest Point.
ST. PAUL Jan. 10. With only 4 be

low zero during the night St. Paul was
one of the coldest weather stations in the
Northwest, the same figures being re
ported at La Crosse, wis., and Moorhead,
Minn., while at Huron, S. D., it was 12
above and other Northwestern stations
Indicated a gradual warming up, with a
possibility of snow for Sunday.

Snovr Expected at Knnsai City.
KANSAS CITY, Jan. 10. The tempera

ture in this part of the Southwest fell an
average of 16 degrees in the past 24 hours,
the weather bureau reporting 11 abovo
zero for Kansas City at 7 o'clock this
morning.

CONVALESCENT VICTIMS ARE AGAIN
SEIZED.

Stricken City of Mnzntlnn Hns Fu
rorc for Sanitation Business of

Slnaloa Stagnant.

MAZATLAN, Mexico, Jan. 10 The
plague continues without material abate-
ment. There are 43 patients at the Laz-
aretto, and the disease Is now attacking
people convalescing from previous at-
tacks.

The city has been divided for sanitary
purposes into four sections, nhd each sec-
tion will be thoroughly disinfected under
medical supervision. The sewers are to
be cleaned and the streets paved. In
short, a furore for sanitation has been
caused by the appearance of the pest.
