The police lelirned that the woman
wae In Clevelnnd Thursday night, and that
her Tormer husband s working In New
York or some other Eastern clity. It was
learned today that Mr. Burdick, whose
business took him on frequent trips owut
of the city, knew ho had beon shadowed
for some time when out of town. This
system of esplonuge, he had =ald, had
been in effest for some time, and the In-
ference s thut 1t was to obtaln evidence,
if possible. for counter-charges in the Jl-
voree proceedings which had been begun
by Mrs. Burdick.
