The Oregonian correspondent has been
informed ropeatedly by officials who
know, that Brattaln cannol be retained In
office ¢ither with ar without the indorse-
ment of the Oregon delegation. The fact
that Congressman Hermann desires his
retenition and Is seeking the co-operation
of the Benators and of Repressnta-
tive Willlamson, will have no effect upon
the President and the Interfor Depart-
ment. If Brattaln s mmanimously In-
dorsed for retention the Presldent will
most certainly Al bls office by some man
of his own cholee, jus=t as he 4id at La
Grande.

The delegation In asking for Brattaln's
retention wouid bot court another rebuke
at the bande of the President. President
Roosevelt has decrerd that there must be
B change of lund officers at Lakeview.
Beyvond this his mind I8 not made up
He bhas no desire to be harsh with the
Oregon dolegation: on the conirary s pa-
tiently awalting thelr advices, which have
not yet been recelved. He s not pursuing
 stubborn polley towards the Oregon Sen-
mtors, but on the other hand he will not
¥ield 1o their stubbornness.

Indinan Commissioner Explains the
Delay in Klamath Allotments,
OREGONIAN NEWS BUREAU, Wash-
Ington, Sspt. 12—In reply to a letter of
Eenater Mitchell, In which he Incloses a
demand from J. W. Hansker, of Klamath
Falls. for the immediate completion of the
allotment of lands to the Indlans on the
Klamath Reservation, Indian Commie-
sloner Jones sintes that there are some
340 allotments already made which are held
up, pending a determination by the Inter-
for Department as to whether swamp
lands within the Kiamath Ressrvation are
subject to Indian allotment, or acerue to

the state under the swamp land act.

The aliotmenis on which patents have
not yet lssucd nre those made under a
recent act of Congress authorizing allot-
ments to Indian chilldren who 4i not re-
celve land under the original appertion-
ment. The Interior Department has not
yet determined whether the claim of the
state Is superior to the title of the Indians.
If the lands are held to be the property
of the sate, new allotments will be neces-
sary. If the right of the atate In held to
be secondary to the rights of the Indians,
the alloted iands will be patented and the
state will recelve the remainder The
state has lald clatm to 82,37 acres under
the swamp land act. It is part of this
tract that is in dispute.

The suggpestad elovation of the Amer-
jecan Minlster at Conatantinople to the
rank of Ambassador Is belleved in official
clreles here to be an excellent proposal,
on the ground that, In the eyes of the
Mussulmans, the United States occupl
an inferior position in near Eastern af-
faira, which is due partly to the lower
rank of its representative at the Turkish
capital

FRANCE HAS CRUISER SAIlL,

Another Will Follow to Patrol Coast
Off Beirut and Salonica.

PARIS, Bept. 11— After a conference be-
tween the officlals of the Marine Ministry
and of the Forelgn OfMce, It has been
decided to send the crulser La Touche-
Treville to Turkish waters, without walt-
ing for other ships from thge French
squadron ordered to be in readiness to sall
for the Levant. The La Touche-Treville
will probably be followed by the crulser
Duchella. Their special points of obser-
vation will be BSalonlcs, Beirut and
Smyrnus. but they will not go directly to
these places. The warships will rendez-
vous at the small Greek island of Syria,
off the coast, and within steaming dis-
tance of the disturbed district. Admiral
Jauregulberry and his flagships will Te-
maln at Toulon, ready to reinforce the
two crulsers with & Iarge naval foroe,
In case of a more serlous turn of events,

Ex-Forelgn Minister Hanotsux to-
fl)’ pointed out the extent of the devas-
ation in Turkey, bridges blown up, vil-
lages burned and rallroad traffic inter-
rupted, Spedking of the Beirut incident,
he said:

"The events at Belrut ereated a new,
morbid conditlon. The alleged attack on
the American Consul has never been clart-
fled. Was he or was he not the victim
of an attack? In any case. the presence
of the American naval foree has con-
tributed to the effervescence which cul-
minated In the outbreak between Mus-
sulmans and Christians.

**The Vall of Beirut has been displaced
and an investigation is being conductsd
by Turkish officlals and American naval
officers. If this |= long prolonged, the
effervescence may recur, since the pas-
slons of those Interested ares moré likely
to be argused than calmed.”

M. Hanotaux adds that France should
not be indifferent to the events in Syrin,
a5 this is s fleld where her Interests and
rights are unquestionably involved, and
he declared that should nothing be done
At Beirut or other Syrian points “without
France, or against France.”

The departure of the French warshipa
causes considerabie interest, the general
feeling being that the purpose of the aall-
ing of the ships is not only to safeguard
French interests in Macedonla, as offi-
cially announced, but also to speclally
watch events In Syria, where French po-
litical and commercin] Interests are eox-
tensive.

BETRUT SITUATION 1§ IMPROVING,

New Vall Is Working Hard to He-
store General Confidence,
WASHINGTON. Sept. 12.—The following
bultetin was, posted at the State Depart-

“*The official gazette prints a notice that
Nagrim Pasha has taken temporary
charge of the adminlstration of Beirut.

“"Minlster Lelahman also communicates
the substance of a report received by him
from the United States Consul at Beirut,
The =ituation there appeared to have Im-
proved. The new acting Governor, Nas-
rim Pasha, has called upon him, stating
his desire to treat the Magelssen matter
promptly and satisfactorily and expressing
bl purpose to effect a complete reorgani-
xation of the police force of Beirut. Mr,
Ravondal says that the new Governor en.
Joye the reputation of being a very cap-
able man and his appolntment has given
much pleasure to the people of Beirut."

NOT A CHRISTIAN IS SPARED,

Turks Have Absolutely Wiped Ount
the Populntion of Monastir,

o the sword.”

Forte Takes a Hopeful View.

ROME, Bept. 12.—The Porte has sent a
telegraphic report to its Embassy here
giving s verslon of the general outloak
in the Balkans, by which it appears that
the work of suppressing the Insurrection
has been successful throughout Mace-
donla. The Turkish authorities expect to
have the Insurgents completely crushed
"within a few deys and peace re-estab-
lished.
