Now even Dugdale s
not holding out agalnst the suggestion,
Mique Fisher has captured and tamed
the Tacoma tiger, and this feat, and
nothlng else, brought Dugdale to his
knees mand the man who a couple of
months ago refused to consider peace at
any price declares that he can be “‘seen.”

When Dugdale heard that Fisher was
In Tacoma, with backing fromd both
Portland and Seattle, he chased over to
the home of the tiger and attempted to
round up. what was left of the Pacific
Natlonal backing and fans, He found
both badly scattersd, ao badiy soattersd
In fact, that he began to warm up to
the ex-policeman from Sacramento and

Mansger Ely. The result of the confer-
ence was thut sll three men, Including
the Seattle magnate and a loeal stroet

car man, went o Seattle where o meeting
was held This meeting was in the nature
of a love feast. The Beattle flock were
willing to take Dugdale Into the fold
providing thal he wes satistied to keep
his huands off the Bound City situation.
Dugdale was willing to do this. HHe waa
evén willing to be president of the league,
but what about his holdings In Seattle,
The magnates there were of the oplolon
that the league should pay Dugdale a
price, while, on the other hand., there
were others who thought that BSeattle
magnates oaght te come to the front.

NEW-YEAR TIME SIGNALS

Naval

Observatory Announces the
Details of I1ts Scheme.

WASHINGTON, Dec, 12—The United
Btutes Naval Observatory today announced
the detalls of i{ts scheme to send tele-
time signals throughout the
world to mark the beginning of the Now
Year. The sgnals were sent out last year
for ench of the four great standard time
bells of the United States, but this year
it s proposed not only to secure a wide
distribution of these New Yenr signals
throughout North and SBouth America by
the co-operation of the telegraph and
cabla companies, but algo to send one or
more of the four serles of signals around
the world and back to the room In the
naval observatory where they started.

The signals will begin at 1S P. M.,
and end at midnight Eastern time. The
same series will be sent out an hour later,
ending at midright, central standard time;
again, an hour later, ending at 3 A. M.,
for midnight of mountain standard time,
and again an hour after that ending at
2 A. M for midnight on Paclific Coust
standard time. During each of these
four five-minute intervals the transmitting
clock will send an electric impulse prac-
tlcally every second. It is proposed to re-
celve both the outgoing and Incoming
signals on the same chronograph at the
naval observatory, and thus preserve a
permanent record of both on a saingle
sheet of paper.
