wore locked securely with padiocks, and
were never at any performance unlocked
unti] after the second act of the play. On
the day of the fire Lhe second act had
nat besn completed when the catastrophe
occurred and the gates wers atill standing.
They were =0 sirong that the firemen wera
not able to batter them down with az=a
after the fire, and to the frenszled people
who sought safty through those exits mql
weére absolutsly impencirable. |

spector Fulkerson, Dusenberry declarsd
that they were locked {o prevent people
from entering portions of the house to
which their tickets did not grant them
admission. It was the duty of Dusen- |
berty to stée that these two gates were
locked before every performance and un- |
locked after the second act.
