ELLIOTT MAKES A DECISION

President of Northern Pacific Says
Commission WIill Appraise Lands,
but Will Not Consider im-
provements.

BT. PAUL, March 12 —President How-
ard Ellioit, of the Northern Pacific, has
decided that settlerm who have taken up
land in the tract jovolved o ltigation
known as the “overlap” land case, which
was recently decied by the United States
Supreme Court In favor of the company,
shall be nilowed to retain thetr holdings.
It has been announced that the company
desires (0 take up with the settiers the
question of the sale of the lands occu-
pied, and that a commission will bé ap-
puolnted to appralse the land. 1t Is stated
that no advantage will be taken by the
company of the sotilers, and jn fixing the
price of the iand no comsideration shall
be taken of the incrensed value resuliing
from the improvements and cuitivation of
the settlers

The land mffectad by the decision con-
alits of a trect about 4 miles square, ly-
ing on the east side of the Northern Pa-
cific’'e track between Tacoma and Port-
jand, and on the north bank of the Co-

lumbia River, including all of Clark
County and portions of Skamania, Cow-
Itz and Klekitar Countles,

WENDLING, Or., Murch 7—(To the Ed-

There are those In this country
who think—and there 8 not the
