PEDDLERS REQUIRE NO LICENSE

Except Those That Sell Stoves, Ve-
hicles and Tanning Machines,
BALEM, Or. Aprll 156 —(B8pecial.)-The
Lagisiature of 1308 seems to have removed
&il restrictions ftrom the peddling of all
kinds of articles except stoves, wehicles
and anning mille. Though this wns far
from being the original tntention of the
bill (S. B. 17, by Rand), the language of
the act after the bill had been amended
in hoth houscs, leaves it apparently ap-

plicable to this class of peddiers alone.

The purpose of the blll was to sfmend
the act of 12, which required that a I
cense fea of 310 1o $§0 per guarter he
charged peddicrs of goods, warss of mer-
chandise. As Senator Rand introduced
his il & proposed to amend the law by
ralsing the fee to 3300 to N0 per quar-
ter, Jeaving the act to apply to all closses
of peddiers. After being amended, the
mot. ax It appears in the session lmws, -
guires that “the County Court of each
county in this state shall at the first
term thereaf held In each year fix
snd dstermine the amount of the -
censs fee which shall thereafier be paid
by peddlers, huwkers and Itinerant ven-
dor: who may desire to peddie, hawk,
yend or sell any stoves, FAREes, WREONS,
carriages, buggies, coarts, suITeyYSs oOF
other kinds of four-wheeled or two-
wheeled velicles or fanning mills, or stm-
ilar goods, wares or merchandise, within
such county, which fee shpll be so fOxed
at not Iess than 300 nor more than 360
per calendar year. Provided, however,
that the license fee 1o be paid by such
peddlers, hawkers and itinerant vendors
shall be $2% per calendar year in each
county in this state from sund after this
date, when this act takes effect, untn
otherwise fixed and detervgined by the
County Court of surh county. No license
shall fssuwe for a shorter or other period
than a calendar year"

The other two sections of the nct reinte
to the manner of procuring a license and
fix the penalty for violation of the act

The act does not apply to any inbor-
porated town whose charter invests I
with power o Hcense peddlers.

The act of 16 is an amendment of
sot of 193 and therefore sygplants
Under the law a= it now siandt peddle
of jewelry, dry goods, merchandise, sew-
ing machines and all articies except the
few mentioned can operate without a N-
cense,

AMENDS A REPEALED LAW.

Why a Road Act Passed by the Last
Seszlon Is Veld.

SALENM, April E—(Special)—Altorney-
General Crawford rendersd an opinion to-
drny holding that the act of 15, known
5 House Bill 350, Ia vold and of no effsct
»ecause It attemplad to amend a law
which had been repealed in I8 The act
fn quastion purports to amend section K80
of the code. That seCtion provides that
the vight of the public to the use of eity
sirests snd county roads shall not be ex-
tinguished by afdverse possession. This
mectinn was expressily repealed by the act
af 1M1 embodying a new road law, but
the terms of the section repealed were In-
corporated in that act. The Legisiature
of %5 sought o amend the sectlon by
adfing this proviso: "That the County
Couirt of the proper county may order the
vacatiion of any road or part thersof in
such county upon the application of mny
person over whnse lands such road may
bhuve been located when it shall be made
to appear from such application that such
road has not been ueed for vehiclies for a
period of five yoars."™

art so far ss this sdditional proviso Is
ennoarmald, for the title of the act merely
refere th they amendmeni of section &M,
and thers olng no such section, the whole

ELECTIVE COURSE OF STUDY

President Campbell Explains the
Change at the State Unilversity.
UNIVERSITY OF OREGON, Eugens

April 15.—iBpecial. )—Whlle Jiscussing

the elective course of gtudy, as adopted

by the Biate University a week ago,
upon which there has been soms com-
ment throughout the state, President

P. L. Campball sald In substance today

as follows:

“Toe change recently made In the
course of stody st the university has
been under considerstion by the fac-
ulty for mearly & ysar. The group sys-
tem with about half the work elective
has been in use during the past six
years. The change i in the direction
of greater flexibility, enabling the stu-
dent to adopt his course more perfactly
to his individual needs and cnpabliities,
A sufficlent unity is insured by the re-
gquirement of a major subject, in whlon
one-third of his work may be demand-
«d by his major professor. The major
professor ls siso the student's adviser,
assisting him In making up his general
sMudy card. The major subject is seiect-
ed by the student at entrance, but may
be changsd by the simple fililng of a re-
quest a2t the end of any year. By tals
arrangement the student is susurel of
comparative freedom of chaolee, and Is
alss provided wita a compelent ad-
viser. .

“The average age of students enter-
ing Is sbout 20 years, and the entrance
requirements call for the completion of |
r four-year high school course, so thers
fs little risk in allowing students a |
large degree of freedom In selecting
their work when they come to the uni-
versity. The high school course covars
about the same work as hod usually
besn completed at the end of the soph-
omore year in the New England colisge
of 30 years ago.

“The strong tendency of the preseant
time I8 to give the student a chance to
do Intensive work In some one depart-
ment daring his college course. On the |
other hand, he i to be guarded aptm{l
toe narrow specialization and a safe-
guard aguinst this danger is provided
by limiting his major to a maximum of
40 credits, or ona-third of his work. He
is aiso reguired to take at least two
years of language other than Engilsh
and must satisfy the English depart-
mont of his ability to write his mother
tongue with reasonable flusncy and ue-
curacy. A thesis In hils major subject
completes the requiréements. The pur-
pose of the thesis Is to compel him to
gttt somewhers definitely in his work

“A limitation will be placed upon the
subjects from which the frezamen moy
choose, by means of g list prepared hy
the Jdepartments Most of ths depart-
ments will offer at Jast ome freshman |
course, but some will not

“*The University of Oregon hag not
gEonlis 0 tae extreme of siective work in
the new course of study. Harvand Cor-
nell, the Unlversity of Michigan, the
University of Missourl, Btanford and
perhaps others have less restrictions
than are found in Oregon’s new courses,
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A pumber of the Western and Mlddle |
Western univeraities, as for exampile,
Wisconsin, Jowa, Nebrasks, Callfornia

and Washington, have somewhat larger
spocific requirements, the number vary-
ing in the Jdifferent universities, Mosat
of these, however, have practically 1wo-
thirds of their work elective.

State Uniformily in Books Improve-
ment Over Washington Method.
SBALEM, Or, April B.—(Special)—"In

my opinion the Oregon sysiem of state
uniformity in the adoption of public schoot
text-books ls better than the Washington
systam of county uniformity,” sald Buper-
Intendent of Public Instruction J, H. Ack-
erman, today. Superintendent Ackerman
has just returned from Walia Walla,
where he attended a county teachers’ in-
stitute, and where be had an opportunity
to distuss educationn! subjects with prom-
fnent educational workers of the sister
state,

“Thers are three reasons why the sys-
tem of state uniformity s better,” con-
tinued Buperintendent Ackerman.

adoption of a lst of text-
books to be used throughout the stats
makes possible a course of study which
ehall be axactly the same In every coun-
ty. If different text-books are used, the
courses of study must be different In
many particulars. though prepared upon
one general plan. Under ouwr system of

siate uniformity, a pupll may go from a

public school In one county to a pahlic

school In any other county and his work
has been such that he casily continues
his studies In the new school.

“Second, a pupll removing from one
county to another mneed not buy new
books, for he finds the same books In u=e
wherever he goes,

“Third, & teacher removing from one
county to another not only finds her new

school pursulng the same coursa of study |

to which she has been accustomed, but
she findg them using books with which
zhe g famillar. There |s no confuston or
losa of time The system of state uni-
formity is more economical than that of
county uniformity.”

FIRE DEPARTMENT

Baves San Franclsco From an Expen:
sive Blaze.

BAN FRANCISCO, April 15.—(8pe-
cinl.}—What might have been a disas-
trous fire, had It not been for the
prompt and efMective work of the Fire
Department, was discovered In the im-
mense five-story brick bullding st the
corner of Pacific and Front streets at
8:45 o'clook this morning.

The fire started In some mystarfous
manner on the fourth fleoor of the
structure, just abhove 7T05-T07T Front
strest, which (s occupled by the Crown
Paper Company, and spread rupidly to
the third and second floors, where the
sama corporation has immense stocks
af paper and paper bags stored. The
flames ware lssuing from all the win-
dows when the first division of Lthe de-
partment arrived, and a second alarm
waE promptly turned In from bex 354
The burning paper was deluged with
tons of water. and it is estimated that
damage to this stock alone will reach
something like 520,000,

A Zellebach & Sona also lose heavily
by the fire. They carry a 520,000 paper
stock and the bassment is flooded by
the water that was used to dejuge the
burning stock on the floors above. In
the basement. on the comer of Front
and Paelfic streets, occupled By the
Btandard Biscuit Company, It will re-
quire $2000 to cover the damage done
by tha walar.

Henry Miller opeped the safore at
