Her performance was
completaly record breaking and {t was the
Tastest two-heat race ever trottad to =
sulky. At Columbus, O, at a more re-
cent date this wonderful mare trofted a
mile In 2:92. The previous record was

held by Cresceus who in 1901 at
Brighton Beach trotted two hoats
in I:08%, 2:06%4. The previous
two-heat record for mares was

held by Sweet Marie bherself, This record
was made at Memphls In 19 when she
trotted to a sulky two heits In 2:04%, 2:06.
Bweet Marie's performance at Syracuse
peats her own previous record and also
that of Lou Dillon's of 2:04%, 2:M%, to a
wagon, The second heat In 2:00%, not
only broke the race record for mares,
2:4Y, established by Sweet Marie earller
In the peason, but lowerad the race record
for a second heat, regardless of sex, for
which she had been tled with the two
geldings Tiverton and Wentworth,

Sweet Muarie is now ten years old and
Is still as sound as the proverblal dollar.
She has trotted no less than 9 heats
In 2:06 or better In races and to the
students of extreme ‘speed In  harness
horses the following tuble will give some
idea. of Sweet Marie's wonderful perform-
Ances:
