| GAUSED AN UPROAR

First Organ ir Presbyterian
Church Century Ago.

NAMED “KIST O’WHISTLES”

Innovation Started by St. Andrews,
Glasgow, Was Condemned by the
Preshytery, but Decres Is Al-
most Everywhere Ignoged.

GLASGOW, Sept. 14 —(Special.)—
The 234 of August, a little over 100
Years ago, was a Sunday, and on it, in
one of the city churches of Glasgow,
occurred a notable event. For tha
first time In the history of any Pres-
byterian Church Iin  the ‘country an
organ was usad in public worship. An
innovation so daring had not long to
walt for a stirring sequsl. The town
WASB at once (n o fermeant. But it was
not the Chudch courts which took ac-
tlon; It was An alert municipality. The
Lord Provost instantly brought the
matter before the Town Councll, and
the city fathers, In thelr capacity as
heritors, rose up In wrath and with
no uncertain voles ealled upon tha ec-

olesiantical judicature to exercize Its
auythority, and for the sake eof the
peace of the community, put an ond

to the evil thing.

The church which ventured on this
bold step was 8t Andrew's Parish
Church. This statellest of all the elity
fames stood then, a= it stands gtill, in
the middle of {ts own sguare. A cen-
tury ago it was also in the canter of
fashion and culture, and its congrega-
tion was Iargely drawn from tle pro-
fesslonal classes and the wealthw to-
bacco lords mnd Virginla merchauts,
whose elegant abodes surrounded |t

Congregation of One Mind.

The minister orf the time was Dr.
Willlam Rlitchle, a man of wide travel
and scholarly accompilshments, and of
sech high reputation in the church
that he had already sat In the modera-
tor's sest of the General Assembly.
While he was undoubtedly the willing
lender In the venturesoms and prema-
ture step of Introducing Instrumental
music without leave of any clvil or
ecoleslastical court, he was mnot the
prime mover in the matter. He averred
bLefore the p;esb:.'lery that for more
than 30 years'a wish had been cher-
Ished by 8t Andrew's Church to have
an organ erected and employed in pub-
o worship, and it was only after re-
peated proposals had been made to him
by the jeaders of the congregation thag
he gave his consent with the ful] ap-
probation of his mind, At the samse
time, nothing but his unique minis-
terial and social influence can explain
the fact that, at a time when public
opinfon was qulite unprepared to sanc-
tion so pronounced & departure from
anclent usage, thers wos entire unani-
mity among his people; for mnever,
through all the protracted and bitter
publlc controversy which ensued, waa
the slightest difference of opinion in-
dicated among the members of his ad-
vanced congregation.

Nelghbor Was ““Whistlin® Kirk."

The exceptional attitude of 8t. Andrew's
parish church to the guestion of the uso
of organs was doubtless to soms extent
determined by Its Intimates relations with
its near Eplscopal nelghbor, 8t. Andrew’'s
Eplscopal Church, the oldest church of
the deénomination in the city, had for
oveér B0 years employed an organ in its
services, and on that account was locally
known as the "Whistlin® Kirk." As aspe-
clally became churches dedicated to the
same patron saint, the two congregations
were ol the most friendly terms. It was
oid John Fergus, ths Episcopal organist,
who, in_ the most neighborly fashion,
came along from his own "kist of whis-
tles™ and handled the instrument in the
parish church on the memorable Sunday
B hundred yeurs ago.

The organ which inaugurated this new
departure and created so great a stir
was In itself a very unpretending Instru-
ment, as thin an end of an organ wedge
a8 could well have been employed. It
was a small chamber organ of anly two
stops, but It was an interesting lostru-
ment, for It was the workmanship of
James Watt. Watt was a former mem-
ber of the congregation and made four
rmail organs in his dxy, leaving this one
behind him when he removed to Birming-
tiam. The famous rellc still exists, not
o jt=2 original condition, but enlargca

and made mores organliks by the addition
of gllded pipes.

Condemned by Preshytery.

The Presbytery lost no tims in dealing
with the call of the Town Councll. The
casa was gone into at great length and
argued with vigor. even with animosity.
On Ocotober 7 it pronouncod & Jjudgment
that *“'the use of organs in the public
worship of God is contrary to the law of
the land and to the law and constitution
of our Established Church, and therefors
prohibited In all the churches and chapels
within thelr bounds.' ‘This finding atill
stands unrepealed. The lapss of & cen-
tury has wrought & change so complete
that.not & single congregation within ,the
Presbytery's jurlsdiction now agrees with
the opinion or attends to the prohibition.

But though posterity, at least gouth
of the Forth, !s now of ons mind with
Bt, Andrew’s congregation, the fats of

Lords Wreck Scotch Land BIIL

The Britlah government followed the
only courss left open to It by the with-
drawal of the Beottlsh land BN, which
the House of Lords had completely
wrecked. It now remains, not only to
find a way for satiafying the just wishea
of the people of Beotland, In spite of the
Houss of Lords, but to deviss a sure and
speedy means for dealing with & cham-
ber which has become & standing menace
to the dignity and efficlency of represant-
ative governmant.

The Lords ptolessed to be friendly to
the creation of small holdings, but on the
condition of purchase. If the condition
put forward had not beem wmo futils, it
would have been revolutionary. It is
entirely futile, because there s no de-
mand on the part of the peasantry to
purchase thelr holdings, and because
purchase, when falr rents have not been
previously fixed, as in the case of Ire-
land, would be on an impossible basis.
The cost would be prohibitlive, as the
ILords were well aware. The government
bill merely proposed ths extsnsion to the
whole of Beotiund of principles already
recogalzed in the crofters acts.

School Has Turned Out Many
Famous Men.

YOUNG FIELD IS THERE

Is ¥ourth Form Boy and Fag for
Senlor—Fond ‘ of Studies and
Popular With Companlons,

Some Famous Customs.

LONDON, Sept. 14.—(Special)—In a fow
more days the worn quadrangles of Eton
College., England’s famous school, which
nestles almost under the shadow of Wind-
sor Castle, will re-echo to the merry
volees of boys returned refreshed from
their holldaya. Among thess will ba
Marshall Fleld, grandson of the Iats Mar-
shall Field, of Chicago, who s entering
on & third term. Young Field Is & bright,
cheery lad, fond of his studles, enthu-
slastio about sports and extremely popu-
lar with his companions.

Nearly all of the 1024 boys on the school
list ltve at houses under charge of tutors,
and among thosse at Field's houss are
Lord Alnlle and Lord 8. D. Compton.
Each boy has a separste room, though it
is permissible for two brothers to abare
quariers,

Fag for Senlor Boy.

Fleld i{s a fourth form boy, and is a fag
for one of his senlors. Fagas are allotted
by the captains of each house, ths utmost
cara being taken that the aystem shell
not be abused. The duties are not so
Irksome as formerly, s&seoldom entalling
more than running messages.

The fag often is rewarded with a share
of sausages or other luxuries his lord and
mastsr may fancy for breakfast or tea.
Lord Rosebery recallsd some tims ago in
& speechh of ths days when as a fog at
Eton to Acland, aiterward his politicgl
colleague, he poached his eggs and made
his tea.

The question of fagging recently has
exercised the public mind, but it s sig-
nificant that old Etonlans approve the
practice a5 & disciplinary measure, whila
the Bton College Chronicls his expressed
the opinlon that the introduction of tha
eystem had brought about the supprea-
slon of btullying.

Before entering school, Fisld, Iike his
fellows, had to undergo examination In
the following subjects for the purpose of
determining his form:

Translation of easy Latin Into English,
Latin grammuar and . parsing, French
grammar, parsing and easy translation,
alementary arithmotic, outlines of Eng-
lish history and geography, Latin compo-
sitlon, pross And verse; Greek grammar
and transiation, ‘elementary algebra,
higher arithmetio and elementary geog-
raphy.

As ths accommodation &t Eton s lim-
fted, it is necessary for parents to entar
thelr sons some years in advance, and at
the prescnt time there are names as Ifar
ahend s 1900,

The college was founded In 14l by
Henry VI, and sndowed malnly from the
revenues of allen priories, suppressed by
Henry V.

Athletics Are Popular.

“Mens sana in corpora sano” always
has been a popular maxim of Bton, and
it 1s the duty of the captains of the
houses to see that each boy Indulges in
suitable exorcise. In the Lent term the
pastimes are beagling and football, of
which Eton has a game pecullar to It-
self: In Summer, cricket and boating; at
Michaelmasa, football and flves. Allusion
to the games recalls the Duke of Wel-
lington's oft-quoted remark that the Wa-
terloo- was won on the playing fields of
Eton.

New arrivals at Eton always are shown
with befitting awe the site of the old mill-
ing ground, the scene of many desperals
fisticuff battles. Windsor and Slough
coaches used to stop to allow thelr pas-
sengers to witness the combats,

Among the famous encounters wns that
on which Arthur Welleslay, Napoleon's
subsequent congueror, administersd =
thrashing to Bobus BSmith, brother of
Sldney Smith., Wellesley threw a stone
at Smith whils the latter was bathing.

Boys Must Bo Good.

Bion boys are forbldden to enter the-
aters, public houses, tobaoconist shops or
pawnbrokers'. places, but an exception is
made in the case of upper-ciass boys, who
are allowed to.imblbe mild drinks, such
ns beer and cider, at & modest inn called
“The Tap."” Thers strict order is main-
tained by the obsérvance of the few rules
drawn up by successive captalns of ths
boats, who wisld supreme authority there.
For Instance, fines are Imposad for Fwear-
ing, rlotous conduct, smoking, sitting on
the table and drawing Deer. No lower
boys are admitted Into the taproom, and
anybody #finding one thers and falling to
report him is llable to & fine of half a
crown. Another rule is that every one
miust pay cash for what he rscelves in
the tap.

BUILDING FALLS ON THEM

THREE PERSONS EKILLED BY A
COLUAPSE IN CINCINNATI.

0Old Structure Under Repalr Tum-
bles Down—Women Escaped
by Good Luck.

CINCINNATI, Sept. 4.—Two unknown
men &nd one woman were killed and a
dozen other persons narmowly escaped
death in the ocollapse of Dohan's four-
story shoo store, on Central avenue, near
Bixth street market today. The building
