be of more than usunl interest. Per-
haps the chiof tople to come up for
conslderation will be the questlon of
the Natlional regulation of all com-
merce. This Is apparently the ten-
dency of the time and the many
phases of this question will make mu-
terinl for an intéfesting diecussion.

Another matter that s of great in-
terest to the commissions of the dif-
ferent states Is a uniform svstem -of
accounting. The Ifterstate Commerce
Commission has lately taken up a new
method whereby snrnings and expenses
of railwnye are divided by stiate lines
This matter will be discussed at jength

with a view to uniting all ecommis-
slons on o single rule;, The Interstace
Commerce Commisxion s sending one

of Itz membarsa around to the diifferent

Sinte Commlissions to determine their
views on this subject.
The Washington seasion which will

tindouotedly he attended by the mem-
bers of the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission will he largely educational for
members of the newetr ocommMissions.
When It Is upnderstood that thes
States of Oregon, Nevada, Ohto, Mon-
tana, Colorado, Michigan and Nebraska
have formed rallwoy commissions
#ince the last meeting of the National
body, and that New York has replaced
& wenk Rallroad Commission, with few
powers, with the Publlec Utilities Com-
mission, and Alabama hus revised her
Commission law, It will be geen thut
the work of raliroad regulation by
commisslons s of wide scope and ef-
fect, and new Commissioners need a
large smount of education,

The meeting at St. Paul will be of
more direct Intersast, perhups, to mem-
pers of the Commissioners of the West,
where vital questlons that affect each
state will be disclussed. Like the
Washington gathering, It wili be
Jargely attended. Commissioner Afteh-
Ison will be th® only member or the
Orogon body to nttond thess gather-
Ings.
