Success of Plan to Reopen Oregon
Trust & Savings Bank Now De-
pendd Entirely Upon
Action uf-

The succeas or fallure of the movement
to reorgarize the Oregon Trust & Saviugs
Bank. through a merger. with the Ger-
mun-American Bank, depends on how the
depositors of the bankrupt Institution ac-
eept the proposal. The matter will ho
sobmitted to them at a meesting this af-
ternoon at 230 o'clock, I the Armory.
Louls J. Wilde, who iz a leader In the
moaove for reorganisation, and who has
béen annoyed by the comment made upon
the plun and hes threatened to withdraw,

will decide what to do after today's
meeting,
If the plan [s nat ratified and the news-

papers still eriltciss tha mergar, Mr, Wide
will refuse to have anything further to
do with It. He declares that he will put
his ¢laims aguinst the closed bank in the
hands of attormeys for. collection. Mr
Wilde deciined to make a statement for
publication last night. A

After the serles of storms that have
broken over the closed bank during the
post few days the indications- sre for
fairer weather today. Everyons seems
willing to forget the unfortunate Inci-
dents that have recently threatsnsd tha
failura of the reorganization. President
Day, of the Depositors' Asscolation, and
George Jabour., who had a fist fizht Fri-
day morning in the bank shook hands
yesterduy on the scens of their recent en-
coUnter,

Harmony, that has been clalmed for the
reorganizgation plan since It was pro-
posed, but which hss been lacking in
large messure, was completely restored

yenterday, it was sald, and everjihing
looked bright for the merger. President
Day, of thy Depesitors’ Associaticn, is
working for the merger, and wil do
nothing to prevant the success of the
plan,

“T urge all dapositors to @ktend the

meeting and consider the proposition as
it will be outlined to them by Prelsdent
Reed, of the naw bank, and others.” sald
Mr, Day. “I aidvise them to look into it
carefully, and if it sults them they should
accept it It seems to me to be the only
way at thie tima In which depositora will
E®L their money.'"
