Viapcher hnd gone to the Unlon Sta-
thon en route to Chicago, but missed
i traln and when he tried to bLoard
another was prevented by the train-
men, Thils (nfensed him and, accord-
Ing to the palice, he became dis-
orderly. He was arrostsad and while
heing taken to the polles station In
the patrol wagon suddenly drew a pis-
tol and fired at Officer Dillon, the
whigon conductor The shot struck
Pillon In the face, passed around and
Jodged In tha back of the neck, caus-
iIng a painful, but not necensariiy
dangerous wound, Visscher was than
lockad up.

Colenel Visscher 1s well-knowh on the
North Pacific Coust, having been for
many years a newspaper man in Ta-
coma. During the boom years of the
early 20's he went to Falrhaven and
established the Fairhaven Herald,
which ls now owned by B. A. Perkins
under the name of the Belllngham
Hernld, When the panic came on In
1899, he went East and has heen seéen
seldpm on the Coast since that year.

Statement From Clearing-House
and Cheer Wildly When It Ap-
pears on the Ticker Tape.

NEW YORK, Jan. 11.—For the first
time since ‘the beginning of the finan-
clal stringency In October the clear-
ing-house statement showed that not
only had the heavy bank - reserve
defleit been entirely wiped out, but
that s surplus of $6,084,050 ahove the
25 per cent legal requirement had been
extablished.

The figures made known today ex-
peeded the most expectant hopes of
bankers and brokers and when the
statemernt appeared on the stock tick-

ors It was greeted with a round of
clieera In praptically every banking
hons=es In Wall street.

Bankers declared that no better evi-
denice than the clearing-house state-

ment ecould be obtalned to show the
rapid restoration of confldence and
the troemendous outpouring of ths

hoarded money, The excellent state-
ment foreshadows an early retiremant
of clearing-hiouse certificates, whlch
woere first Issued on October 26 of last
Year.

With the end of the money strin-
gency there will now be plenty of cash
for the business and Industrial world
and many contemplated projécts which
were temporarily abandoned during
the money pinch, can now he finunced
and proceeded with. The clearing-
house banks faced a deficit in reserves
on November 23 or $54,103,600, the
Inrgest In history. Since that time the

deficit haz constsntly decrsased and
with the rapld- return of hoarded
money and funds from ths Interior,

last week's deflcit of $11,545.000 has
not only been obliterated, but A sub-
stantinl suxplus of §6,000,000 estnb-
Hshed,

Banks Flooded With Currency.

NEW YORK, Jan: 11.—Currency,
which was at a considerable premiom
a short time ago, is now something

of a drug on the muarket, according to
officials of savinge banks, which with-
in the last ten days have been flooded
with deposits by panlo-time money-
hoarders. The large amounts of cur-
rency recalved have In many instances
caused the 10 par cent limit which
