GROWERS REFUSE TO SELL

Bay City Price Advances to $3.23
and Iocal Buyers Bid Up Sharply,
but Withont Success—East-

ern Shipments Frozen.

Great excltement prevadied inothe anion
market yesterday. Early in the day
telegrams began arrlving telling of the
strength of the San Francisco market,
and when business was falrly tmder way
fn the Bay City, prices began to advance
sharply until & quotation of P.00FLE was
reached. The practieally bare condlition
of the market was the cause of the flurry.

With prices advancing in San Fran-
elsco, buyera hers began scurrying around
fn the attempt to get. thelr hands on
what they could, but without result. Blds
of $250 wers freely made to growers. The
Intter, however, were firmer than ever in
thetr position, and s0 far as could be
learned, no lots changed hands. It Is
doubtful whether an advance of aven &0
conts would have brought any stock on
the market.

This bulge fn onions heas long been an-
tivtpated by eareful observers of the mar-
ket, but Its appearance was delayed first
by the money troubles of the aarly part
of Winter, and then by the movemant of
a quantity of Emstarn onions to the Const.
Tha latter has not proved the seriousn
factor that it threatened to be, and now
that the financial disturbancs has passed
over, the market # asserted Itself In
responsa to its strong st llluil' nl position.
Eastern onlons, which began arriving at
Ban Franclsco in December, are stlll coms-
ing along, but it is announced that the
Iast shipment to arrive was frosen In
transit and occasioned serlous loss to the
aliippers.
