WHITMAN (OLLBEGE, Walla Walla,
Feb. &,(Special.)—Summer basebail waa
rialed out and the four-yvear rule ma.o
retronctive at the fnnl sessions of the
Northwest Intercolleginte Athletic Con-

ference today. All the other rullngs of

the conference will take affect from com-
mencement time of the present colloge
¥our, The work of the conference was

clogod st € o'clock, the inst popers being
signed at the depot while the conductor
firid the traln for Bemttle.

The duay's sessions were devoted o a
definition of what constitutes amuteurism,
to the perfection of a plan of organization
and a Anal wording and signing of the
agreemoents mpde. Some of the rules
adonted are as follows:
No student who has already tnken part

intercollegiate =ports for four years
shall represent any Institutlon. No stu-
dent who haa ever received tnoney for
ahtletics shall plny for a college. XNo
student shall play who -ls more than 2i
days inte In registering. All questions are
to be scttledd by the faculty committee on
aiitletics of the Institution ar the school
from which tha student comes,

No constitution was adopted, and tha
only officer elected wns m permanent
secrelary, Loren Grinstemd, the Univer-
sity of Washington répresentative.: The
artlcles of agreement signed provide for
a meoting in two years, or on the call of
threa institutions. A  conference (rack
meel was recommended, but the delegales
voled: not 1o recommend » conference
oratorical conlest.

Tiia sabject of amateurism 1z strictly
defined in the rale; no student shall com-
pete In any athletle contest in this con-
ference who 18 not an amateur

An amateur s a person who Las never
competed for money under o false name
or with a professionnl for a prize
at any time taught, pursucd or assisted
at athietle exercises for money or other
valunble considerstion. Nothing in. this
definition shall be construed to prohibit
competition botween amaleurs for medals
or trophies of u similar nature. It Is
hereby expressly declared that this defi-
nition s not retroactive. Nothing in this
rula =hall’ be construed to prohibit the
accepiance by an amateur of hie neces-
i travellng oxpensez Incurred as con-
teftant or officlal In golng to and from
any plack for an amateur contest The
disposing of any medal or trophy fur
conslderation shall be conaldered ovl-
dence of professionallsm. No student
shall be eligible o participate In Iater-
colleginte athletics who has taken ad-
vantage of any reduction of fees, scholar-
ships or other financial advantuge except
on basigs of competitive examinetions or
other Lasis open to non-athletic students
on the same lapme,

All questions in regard to eligibility
and mmateur standing of athiotion are
to be referred to his own faculty com-
mitlee on athletics whose decision
shull be final. A change In articles
of agroement may bhe declared by seo
retary upon filing of written up;-rmal

The total recelpts of the elub during
the year, ending January 31, 1908, were |
$61.334.27, and the disbursements, in-
cluding the payment of a large sum on
the mortguge and for lmprovements 1o
the club are stiated as $50,081.05. This |
leaves a balance on hand of $1243.138, a |
sum slightly Iess than that on hand on |
Februsary 1, 18507,
