Besides, the minor would Dbe equally
lHable to punishment for the offense, the
parents or guardians would take more
interest in the matter, knowing that there
Is on. our statute books a fine of from
$£0 to $306, and even Imprisonment, for
the offonss. Some parents can only he
made to understand that it Is thelr duty
and to thelr Intéreést to give thelr minor
children the proper training and environ-
mient, when a sufficlent fine is lmposed
upcen them,
