Nickelodeon Bright and Attractive.

The nickelodeon = bright and agzres-
sive, The “opry home™ of the averigs
small American towns is stuck away on
n side street somewhers over a hard-
ware stors or a butcher shop or a saloon
—over something, anyway. It is dark,
dresry and dirty.

The nickelodeon man gets a leas= on an
empty store on the maln strest, tears out
the old front, puts in & new one, dazsling
white and of ornate design and near-art
decorations. A girl in the box office zells
tickets for $ a week, an operator at 310
manipulates the lights and runs the pic-
ture reel through the blograph.

1f it Is & good-sized town, and the busi-
ness or competition calls for it, a pianist
may be employed and a cheap vaudaville
tegm who change their bill twice a weak.
These last, In dances and comedy acts
and fllustratad songs—that is, songs siung
while the aperator changes highly-colored
stereapticon slides, give varisty.

That sn't the last word for the moving
picture show. There are traveling mov-
ing plcture shows now with superiativa
“effects.”” The usunl “effects’” ars appro-
prints sounds and nolses with ths ple-
tures., The crash box with the comedy
tumble, tha cocoanut shells="Clup a clup!
Clup a oclup!” when ths runaway horss
comes up tha streat, thae bell on the loco-
motive, the whistle on the steamer, etc.

But now they have moving plcture ma-
chines to which phonographs are syn-
chroniged. Valces follow or keep pace with
gestures, efforts and expressions as the
plctures flicker on thes =oreen.

Thia i=n°t zll. Moving ploture teams ara
added tarrors of the time. A man and
woman. sometimes severz]l, stand behind
and emit dinlogue to sult the characters
that move and have thelr beilng on tha
films. ‘Twenty<five miilion dollars are
investad in the moving pleture business
in the Unlted States. There s & moving
pieture trust and moving pleture “‘inde-
pendents'': the business has haif & dozen
trada papers, two in this clty slone, de-
voted exclusively to moving pletures, not
to count the space, reading and advertis-
ing given up to this amussment phass by
such old-estabiished show papers ns the
Clipper, the Billboard, Varletles apnd the
like,

The best trick or magical pleturas coma
from France. The best comedy pleotures
and dramatic pictures are mades In Amer-
Iel, They are all taken from lfe. Of
the moving pleturs business |t cannot ba
said “Tricks in all husinesses but this'*
for moving picturs taking is full of tricks,
and welird and wonderful things are done
through faking, substituting and *“double
printing,” as it is called when one mov-
pleture Is incongruously Incerporated
i another moving picture and all the
eye may detect I= the wonderment of it

Tha ordinary moving picturs i= sold nt
the rats of from 16 to 13 cenis per foot
when new, Second-hand, it varies in price
necording to the popularity of the subject
and the eondition of tha film. Coloring
must be dope by hand, save whore n plaia
red tint for a fire scene or a light blulsh
green tint for moonlight is employved. The
coloring process by hand I8 tedlois and
miust be palnstakingly done, as color not
placed just exsctly right in evers picture
will bob around and jump when shown.

Taking moving ploturas and showing
moving pictures simply means that =so
many separata and distinct pletures a
sncond, say 16, wera taksn, and when
from the negative film a' positive film
Wwas printed and fixed the positive film
was run through a prejecting machine
and 156 separste pletures a second were
Aashed, one affer another, In the samme
spot on the screen. The eye =ees no
movement In the scene, only the moving
objects are made to mova by this distinet
flashing up of 15 successive photographs,
one sfter another, per second.

Befors the Coooper-Hewitt and other
forms of non-actinic elsctric lights were
known movipg pletures could  only be
taken by gobd, bright daylight, save nat
prohibitive expense. The first moving
picture of any !mportance taken by arti-
ficlal light was the Sharkey-Jeffriee fight.
This picture cost the American Blograph
Company §104%0 to take. Flve miles of
film wera used and 2% are lamps were
employed. The heat of these sjckened
and exhausted the gladiators.

Posing the Pictures.

Even more Interesting than seeing mov-
ing pletures coming out of the projecting
machina is to se¢s them going into ths
blograph camera.

Last week we galned the guarded por-
tanle of the Bilograph Studlo, on Weat
Fourtesnth street, and saw them taking
"Tha Snow Man." The stage was sat
with a =choolhousa buckground. The
floor wes ankle deep with sawdust (it
took whita as snow in the plotuore. be-
cause they made “‘a stest strip” to see).
As the boy and girl actors came pouring
out from school, shoutlng and gesticu-
lating, tha property men in the flies
tossed down handful after handful of
white confettl, Elsctrie fans out of the
pleture made the confett! swirl and scat-
ter. 'When you see that pleture you will
titka an oath It was snapped during a
merry blizzard. Snow is on the ground,
now i In the alr, snowballs of cotton
wool are belng tossed to and fro. You will
swoear it Is snow.

The interior of tha biograph studio is
ns a =tnge without thes footlights. A
photographic *‘fleid’’ Is marked off by a
cord tacked down to ths fAoor. Stap
over that cord down front and youn will
show in the pleture distorted, footless,
logless. Step over the corda at tha side
and your are gone, you ars nowhere, so
far as the ploture I8 concerned.
