DRUG FIEND'S QUEER DEATH

Tortland Worn nil I'nder Opiates Is
Killed by Traill nt San

SAX KHANCISrO, April 11. (Spe-
cial.) A request from Portland for in-
formation as to the tragic death of Mrs.
Ida Thompson, the young woman who
was killed by the Southern Pacific
overland train near the entrance to the
race track In Emeryville last Sunday,
has led the police to begin an investi
gatlon of the case. The Chief of Police
In Portland rereived a telegram from
Oakland two days ago. which read:

"Tell Mrs. Patton that her daughter,
Ida. was killed in Oakland.

"T. V. THOMPSON."
Tills telegram was sent to Chief Wil-

son, of Oakland, today, with a request
for more Information. The only identi-
fication which the authorities had been
able to obtain at the time of the acci-
dent was that civen by a negro. Wil-
liam Jackson, of 1547 Fifth street. He
saw the remains at the morgue and
said they were those of Mrs. Maude
Thompson. He was unable to give
more Information about the woman, but
seld he believed she was addicted to
the use of drugs.

While Mrs. Thompson was being
operated on at the receiving hospital.
lr. Irwin declared that she was under
the influence of opiates, hut she was
In such a low condition that she could
not talk of her condition or of the acci-
dent. That night she died and it was
only through the identification of the
negro that the Coroner found her
husband. Thomas V. Thompson.
Thompson testified at the inquest that
the woman had started for a picnic at
Shellmound Park and she and three
companions, it is said, were walking to
that place when the train struck her.

Railroad officers who Investigated
the case have been Informed that three
companions of the woman two men
and a woman ran away when they
saw her hit by the engine. These wit-
nesses have not been found.
