The time is.approaching when Port-
land will have several apartment-
houses of Iarge dimensions and of
strictly modern appolntments similar
to those found in the principal East-
ern clties. As it is now, there are a
number having the convenlences enum-
eratad above, but Investors have not
as yet underiaksn the erection of
plles running up into the hundreds of
thousands of dollars. In Chicagoe, for
instance, apartments are rented st $300
to $500 a month in the principal apart-
ment-houses, but several years will
elapase before such ljuxurious “homes™
will meet with a paying demand in this
part of the country. A gradual Im-
provement ism noticeable, however. In
the cins=s of-apartment-houses in Port-
land, and sultes renting up to 76 a
month are not unusual.

Mr. Thomson is considered one of
the best authorities In the country on
street work and has given much study
to the matter of having the work done
on the district plan of assessment.
