ST. PETERSBURG, Juns 6.—A dispatch
recelved from Teheran says that reports
that an attiaek against the Bhah has been
planned caused His Majeaty 1o go to the
Bageshakh Palace, a Summer residence
outside the city. sccompanied by a num-
erous retinue., There is conslderable ex-
citement at Teheran on account of the
uncertainty of the politieal situation.
