Tha material used is crushed rock, and
the roadbed will be 12 feet in wldeh,
und the comt per mlle will be about
$3000. The county Is working In the
Forest Grove section on the west, and
in the precincts bordering on Multno-
mah, on the east. Besldes thls, the
Scoggin Valley sectlon, near the Yam-
lins, will this sesson complete
about four miles of gravel road, pay-
ment for which Is belng made by a
special levy.

County Judga Goodin »states that It
ir costing nbout $1.20 per wyard Tfor
hauling the rock from the erusher to
the roads, and he 1s now conferring
with the Oregon Electric for a rate
that will not make the macadamizing
of county roads prohibitlve. He thinks
that he can get a H0-cent rTate per
cuble yard, and {f this can be done It
will not be long untll the main thor-
oughfare between the weat end of the
county and the Multnomal line, & dis-
tance of 25 milas, will be macadam-
ized.

Russin to Recognilze Thelr Rights as

British Subjects.

NEW YORK, July 11 —Dispatches from
London and 8t.

tude with reference to Its Jewish sub-
Jects. The London Adlspatch says the

Peteraburg to the affect that Russia s
willing to enter Into n tréemty with Eng-
land regarding rights of British subjects
of the Jewish falth to sojourn and trans-
not buxiness In Russia. It adds that this
is to be the first evidence on the part af
Rue=in of a more lberal pollcy toward
the Jews In the future, ‘The dispatch
from St. Petersburg conflrms thls news
but does not spenk optimistically of the
promises mude by Russin regarding the
Jews, It declares that all the concessions
named sre of a minor character and that
even these may be withdrawn after hav-
meg bean In force long enough to assist
the government In securing a loan from
Jewish bankars in Europe who, the dis-
patch says, have kept aloof from all
forelgn loans floated by Russia.
