IL 48 charged thai the fences com-
plained of have been maintrined by tha
accused corporation to ths exclusiog of
ell other stoockmen for about 12 years.
Harry L. Corbett, of this city, is secre-
tary of the corporation, whila Willlam
Hanley fs president and manager. Han-
ley will be prosecuted eriminally.

Practically three sides of the alleged
uniawful inclosure are inclosed by rim-
rock gs a natural barrier, which served
to keep the herds corralled. Where there
wara any openings around tha tract,
which 1s about 30 milea In length and
ranges from 4 to 12 miles In width, the
compiny purchased a series of tracts of
40 mcres each, on which it constructed
fences, r'.-r-w:v:!n_s: the Inclosure.
