It made
there many flights under good control,
and was called by Ils designer, Caplals
Thomas S Baldwin, a professional aero-
naut of larges fame, the California Ar-
row. Though provided with a motor of
quite moderate power It seemed to obey
the will of its pllot to parfection.

Rigidity of Structure.

Ax a matter of fact, it really repre-
=enled & great progre=s over Santos-
Dumont’'s design, at that time consid-
ered the best. The gas bag was stouter
and shorter and the frameé Inrger. The
ga® bag was enclosed In a very fine net-

ting and the propelier placed in front.
There wns no baskel for Lhe operator,
who Instead rode astride on the hare
frame. The most notable difference

was, however., placing the long frame
closa to the gas bag. It tankes all
the sclunce of present day aerial engl-
nesring to explain why thewse various
features wore Indeed n source of per-
foction, and on the Inventor's part they
prove, therefore, n wonderfa: practical
ineight. A wonderful rigidity of the
whole structure was thus atinined. It
could almost “stand on its head” with-
it any harm, while with Santos-Du-
mont's slight deviation from

zonial caused severnl times an aceident.
The dexign, contrary to its sturdy ap-
pearance, was really rather favoerable
lo speed.

The modern remedy ageinst that pltch-
ing which always prevenis increasing the

speed over cortain limits was oot wyet
known In those days, and tlherefore the
seeming advantage of Suntos-Dumont's

slender polnted bag was [flluzlonary, be-
cause in Night it would cut through the
nir, istead of with the sharp point, Just
as oftem more or less with the whole
elonguted broad side. With Baldwin there
was not =0 much difference Ih cross sec-
tlon belwesn the bag's horizontal and ite
Inelined position, bul prineipally he had
means to counteract the pltching by
changing Its position in the frame. The
sitariness of the bag would oven make
# plight shifting instantly efficacious.
Steering up and down counld, of course,
be done in the same manner. Baldwin
und his fArst puplfl. Roy Knabanshue,
whom be Jet operate him first ship, an
avranagt of light welght, acquired great
skill In this steering and balancing. The
rudder was worked by means aof tiller
ropes, and could thus be operated from
any position on the frame.

Government Awards Contract.

Baldwin's alrship was In turg imitated
by his several pupila when they left him
te give exhibitions on thelr own hook,
Gradually there was gironger motlve
power employed. The imitators fnished
by adding horizontal stabllising surfaces
adapted from the European designs which
had in the meantime been perfecled by
schentists. These surfaces proved sape-
clally efficient In Baldwin's type. due (o
its own Inhdrent stability. Baldwin him-

salf disdained to employ them, confiding
in his skill. Though wt Bt Louls Lincoln
Heachy. his own pupil, won the race,

favored by his light welght. which per-
mitted him to use the same molive power

on o smaller and less “draggy’ balloon,
the merits of the winning crafy were
eventually traced back to its originator,
who was officially recognizesd when the
men at the head of tha Signa] Corps of
the United States Army awarded a con-
traet for the Arst American Government
airahip to Captain Thomas L. Baldwin.

No easy task Indeed was Imposed by
the coanditions, any more than In the
rase of the neroplans contracts. A
speed minimum required of 20 miles an
hour for a balloon just large enough
to 1ift two men, for constructors on the
European scales there were not funds
enough, although the two most desir-
able qualities in an airship—spesd and
endurance—ara principally a function
of size, would tax the resources of the
most skiliful inventory Baldwin, who
had not beon satisfied during the five
veara folowing the first practical ap-
pllcation of his design for exhibition
purposcs unleas ¢ach sueceeding season
found him with a new and better equip-
ment, wns equal to this occasion as
weil. He planned fmprovements which
would not change any of the easentlal
features, but which would sventually
resylt In Increased mpeed and also em-

Louoks Like Zeppelin's,

His new &hip reminds the expert
strougly of the Zeppelln model. Fram-
ing and gas bag are almost in equally
relation to each other.

Bexides the horizontal steadyving sur-

faces there also will be a fixed vertical
plane right in front of the rudder, which
ie, In fact, hinged to it It is expected
to Incrense the lattar's eofficiency, as It
will form an “air pockst" if the rodder
be =ef at a steeper angle. The neces-
sary equipment with muneuvering and
aafety valves—the latter for both gas
und air, In order to have the nir of the
bulloonette blow off first in place of
iosing gas—has bheen arranged in  the
most practical way.

The ventliator feeding the balloonette
is worked by hand, certalnly the most re-
liables way, which suffices that size, and
for which one of the men Is always avail-
able

The balloonette % dlsposed in the cen-
ter, where there Is nof much Joad, nicely
equalizing the lifting effort. The gus bag
has n capacity of 15000 cuble feet and
a lift of 1160 pounds. The motlor was
deveioped fram the standard Curtiss type,
which, originally designated for motor-
cycles, has been extensively applied to
airship propulsion. It has four eylinders,
ix3%,. and will give more than M horse-
power at 130 revolutions per minute.
However, it was found that the regular
nir cooling device does nol allow It to
develop Its maximum, and as high power
ls the principal requirement of the caes,
new cylinders of the same bore and
stroke, with water jackets of copper
gheating, are just belng substituted for
those first employed, 3

A remarkable novelty s the material
of the bag. All Enropean dirigibles are
made of the same layer of fabric with a
sheet of rubber between, furnlshed by a
tactory in Hanover, German¥, which was
supposed to be the only one having fuliy

mastared the technical dAiffAculties in-
volved. Captain Baldwin, impressed by
the materials, undenlably perfect, he-

came assooiated with the principal manun-
facturers of rubber goods In thisz coun-
try. and under his supervision thsre was
finnily & balloon fabrie produced which
secn even to surpass the lmported one
Neot only the dirigible, but also the spher-
leal Army balloons are In the future to
be made of M.

It wiil thus be seen that America did
not need to copy forelgn deslgns for its
first Govermment ddrigidle, and that the
dexign nccepted, while distinctly Ameri-
can, will, for s size. not be any inferior
to the best ones abroad.

FULL OF REVOLT

Recent Wars Destroy Belief
That White Race Is
Invincible.

SEDITION RIFE IN INDIA

Native Newspapers Cull for Blood of

Englishmen and Appeal to

People to Sacrifice Lives
for Motherland.

CALCUTTA. July 25 — (Special) —
Variour causea have been aspigned for
the present agitation in Bengal and
other parts of Indla. The Boer war
no doubt taught the Indians that Great
Britaln was nol =o Invincible as they
had ‘magined, and the defeat of =
great European power llke Russia by
a smaller Asxintic one like Japan fur-

nished perhaps a still more striking
object lesson in the same direction.
But the effeminnte Bengall and the

astutle Poona Brahman would never
have dared to flout the governing race
ax they have done were it not for the
impunity which for many years past
has walted o and encouraged covert
and even open sedition.

There has been no pesce In Bengal
since Sir Bamfyl@e Fuller feit obliged
to resign his Lisutenant-Governorship
for want of support from higher au-
thority. English sympathizers with
the latter In and out of Parlinment at-
tribute all that has occurred Lo Lord
Curzon's tyrannical partition of Ben-
gal. while others venture to think that,
had Lord Curzon remained to glive ef-
fect to this measure for n year or
two with the support of a Unionist
government, the difficuities would
never have arisen. The sncrifice of a
Lisutenant-Governor, with the advent
to power of a government pledged to
reward agitation In the Transvaal and
Ireland, naturally stimulated the “ex-
tremisia of the Indlan congress party.
Fortunately. Mr. Morley soon stiffened
hilg back against these gentlemen, but
the mischief had begun.

Honeycombed With Revolt.

The whols country, with the excep-
tlon of Rajputana and one or (wo
other parts, is now more or less honey-
combed with disaffection towards Brit-
fsh rule, and the government knows L
There have been riots In Tinnevelly
and some other placsax, but secr«t agi-
tation is rvife everywhere. When Lord
Ripon repealed Lord Lytton’s vertacu-
jar press act and encouraged Indian
deputationas to agliate for the atiain-
ment of thelr aspirations, he lald the
foundation of the Indinn congress and
opened & door to any editor who chose
to spout sedition for the purpose of
blackmail or in order to have his mouth
stopped by govérnment employment.
The alumnl of the schools and colleges,
whao wield for the most part the power
of the press In India, are under no
filusions. They asparass the character
of the rule to which they owe their
education elther because they are pald,
or find it pays them, to do so. Theoy
would much rather have a regular sal-
ary In governmeant employ which, they
bave not been alow Lo note, sometimes
comes 1o those who make themsslves
disagreeable to the ruling powers. The
exampla of the West, where a candid
friend or able opponent has often a
better chance of office than one of the
trusty rank and file, Is ever before
them.

Urged to Harden Hearts.

Finally, the Legislature Council passed
the expiokives and newspuper acts and
some salutsry results have already fol-
lowed. At the meeting of the Councll
8ir Harvey Adamson quoted the following

from the officinl translation of
an article in the “Yagantar,” which ap-
peared a few days after the attempt on
an officer's ilfa In Muzaffarpur resulted
fn the death of two iadiea. An indepen-
dent-gpirited youth arrested In connec-
| tion with the Incident Is reported to have

aajd: *The work of tha revolutlonlsts,
though progressing slowly. was very 2uat-
Isfactory, but two innocent women hav-
ing met with violent death, all their at-
tempts have been folled by a curse of
God.” Proeeeding, the “Yugantar’ sald:

“If any youth asplring to freedom hoas
really sald so, then he has not yvet be-
come fit to obtain fresdom. Hard-heart-
Bdness ¥ pecessary to trample the enemy
under foot. When, during the "Treta
Yugu' the Rakshasas weare perpotrating
trightful appression In the Dandaskn for-
egt, Rama extirputed the whale race of
the Rukshosas. Laksman Thakor cut off
the nosa and ears of Burpanakha, ths
beautiful sleter of Ravana, and then Jet
her go, It 1= pol necessary to give lU-
lustrations. 1If in the attempt to destroy
the snemy a wominn s accldontally killed,
then God can have no couse of displeas-
ure. Like the English, many a [emale
demon must be killed in the course of
time In order to extirpate the race of
Asuras from the hreast of the earth.
There & no sin in this, no mercy, no af-
fection.”
