But even the Parisian “lalsser Talre” In
thess daym of no censoraship revolts at
gross ridicule of the Presldent of the re-
public, his wife, hils daughter and his
sondn-law, The plece was announced as
the spiciest on record, and the audiénce,
econsisting mainly of actors and actresses,
was one bred to appreciate spice. The
ginger of the opening scenes wap not
found too hot in the mouth, but when M.
