Bishop Scadding has just returned from
the Lambeth Conferencs, and at the re-
quest of The Oregonian has siated his
fmpresnions of that great event.

The Lambeth Conferenoe is & gathering
of Archbishope, Bishops Metropolltan,
and other Blshops of the Holy Catholic
Chufeh in full communlon with the
Church of England, held every tsn years
at Lambeth Palace under the presidency
of the Archbishop of Canterbury. The
bishops, 3! in number, met daily in com-
feremee, and took Into conalderation
varjous questions affecting the welfare
ef God's peoplo and the work of the
church in divers parts of the world.

The Holy Bucharist was celebrated at
Westminster Abbey, and the discussions

commenced at 10:30 and Iastef till § P
M., with an hour for luncheofl A Dduffat
luncheon was served daily in the large
hall and dining-room of Lambeth, and

the bishops ware guesta of the Are shop
of Canterbury. These informal luncheons,
with the palace gardans to stroll in after-
wards, gave the bishops good oppor-
tunities to Inform themselvas of fields
other than their own, and to know each

other personally.
Church World Force.

From the firsat to the last day the
bishops realized that the links which
bind them to the historic past are not

fetters upon the fres and enterprising

spirit which is essantial 1o progress. The
coming together of a0 many bisbhopa from
nll parts of the earth er asized the
fact, stated more than once, that the
church f& not a mers sect, bt a world
force: that it s not a charch for any
particular section, or race, or class of

peopla, but for the whole world and for
mankind

The subjects proposed for consileration
were first brought beforw sesslons ‘of
whole niersnce, lasting for »ix
days Having bean there set forth
olitline, they were then referred to large
and caref chosen committees, and the
reports of thesse committess, with the
resolutions which they had prepared,
wern subssquently lald before the con-
ference, meeting again to consider them
tn full session from July I to Augusi
Based on thesme reports and reaolutle
an encyciical letter was prepared. It w
poon be printed for distribution, and w
be well worth reading by every thought-
ful parson. The sectarian spirit was dis-
tinctly abeent, and the pre

There was
no faintness of heart In facing [
questions, and no narrowness of
deallng with them The gpenuin

to work together swept away all thoughts
of partisanship. and bhrought Instead the
reality of mutual wnderstanding. Minds
and hearts were lifted up om high, and as

lead up to the one profound but simpls

truii of the unity of God and man
which was revealed In the Son of Man,
our Lord Jesus Christ. BSo ths bishops

testifled to their bellef that nothing has
fhaken or can suparsada that revelation.
The rightful freedom of thought and
criticlsm has not “taken away the Lord.™
It has not hidden frem us the power of
thes inspiring spirit In the scriptures of
tha Old Testament. It has not shaken
& interpretation of their master, and
his work which his disciples have left us
by the power of the same spirit In the |
new, Rather we gee things mors clearly,
and In better proportion by the teaching |
of God through the thought of Iater

A high part of the service which the
Church of Christ has to render to men
is to train and gulde them In the wor-
elilp of God, and In particular in public |
or common worship. The growing ex-
perience of the Anglican communilon in
different parta of the world and among
different races has pointed to the
nacossity of the adaptation and enrich- |
ment of forms of service and worship |
which have come down to us from other
times. Buch adaptation and enrich-
ment are advisable, and Indeed essen-
tial, If our church is to meot the real
needs of living men and women today.
The bishopa accordingly made eertain |
