altting at hia organ, his head on the key-
board, dead.”

The present tour of "“Dick™ Joss Is &
pienie with him, for be It known that hs
is rich enough to spend all his days In
luxurlious Idleness. During the last two
or three yenry he has spent nost of his
time at hls beautiful Callforniz home.
But In spite of the fact that he Is rlmost

for & tour, He speaks of the present
trip. which will extend only to Denver,
as 1f it might be a farewell But 1t
won't. As sure an he lives he will take
another year of two off, looking after his
big interests, and then *“hit the road"
agnin. And there's no earthly reason
why he shouldn't. He's nlways sure of
flling theaters and eoven If he shouldn't,
it doesn‘t make any difference to him,
@ long as he retains his marvelous
volce,

He can afford to taks chances with
bad seasons, He supports his  aged
mother and a numhber of brothers snd
sisters, who still live on the Welsh
const, and once in awhille he goes back to
sing again in the little church whera he
sang in & boys' chelr many years ago.

Mrs. Jose accompanies him. on tha
present tour and they are making A reg-
ular holiday excursion of i Here's
hoping that Jose will remain trug to his
resalution to sing none but the old songs
and that he'll keep that volece tuned up
for many yoars to come.
