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C. They lost agninst Vietoria, the beat
club in Britleh Coiumbia, angd In play-
ing the Victorla Alblon, Churchley
made top score. Portland won fLrom
Nelson, B, O, by 108 runs, W. G. S8mith
being top acorer both innings, and acor-
ing #0 in the aecond inuning. The
match with the Victoria Garrison was,
unfortunately, not finished owing to the
tima llmit belng eoxhanstsd, but It
looked as If Portland would ultimately
have won. The Garrlson boys ran up
236 runa and Portiand scored 86 runs in
the first Inning, and In the fellow on
scorad’ 187 for only thres wickets It
is noteworthy that during the match
with Nelson, B. C. Gregg., bowler,
took flve wickets for two runs.
