Willlam Hnughes Shools Himsaell
Afier Suflering From Blow.

Delinarately planning self-destruction
and writing a number of lettors, ona to
the Coroper of this clty, Willlam H.

Stats Comvention Will Take City Officials to Task for Not Enforcing
the Laws.

T 1B expected that there will be some

strong resolutions passed at the coming
stata conventlon of the W. C. T. U, Oﬂ-
tober § to 9, upon both the social evil and
the tenching of positive purity, the reform
and formatory extremities of the question
of personal purity which has found In the
w. . T U, Iits most effective advocate.
This questiton s a live one and will be as
long as the social evil flaunts ftmelf in
the faces of good women. The agitation
of this matter in the lawmaking body of
our city just at present has brovsht it to
the immediate attention of some of the
workers who are always allve to the
questions of public import. That there
could be any difference of opinlon In re-
gurd to the advisability of strangous clos-
ing of the bawdy-bouses of our ity
would seem hardly possible to one who
Bad not followed the various meanderings
of tha average mind In the handling of
moral questions. The objections that are
made and the doubts that are ralsed In
the Owcumsslon of this guestion by gond
and ueually logical peéopls would be ab-
surd, if they were not so pathetic, when
one realiges that §t is this very lack of a
unanimity which presents the greatast
pbstacle to the necessary support that clty
oficlals must have, no matter how hrave
they may be, if they are to make & suc-
cessfal outcome in the closing of the most
dangerous evil and trafc In the eclty.
What we neesd now is & more strenuous
moral constlence. If' & thing s right
why then do it without regard to com-
sequences. This must apply not only to
individual action, but to clvic as well It
ts true that in & matier of such Import
as ihs closing of the North End our of.
ciaiz would do well to bufld up every poe-
sible bulwark of defense 10 Warrant the
largest possible support when the atorm
comos. as it will doubtiess do If 50 be We

are fortunats enough to have an samest
attenpt made for the much-needed en-
forcement of law. I am parsuaded that it
ls mot snough that the city officlals are
seady to ablde by thelr oaths of offica,
but every man and woman should be
ready to tnke such stand as would give
to this action on the part of officials the
utmont support.

It is cowardly 10 say, as some are say-
Ing, “It ought to be done, but It will ba
a fallure” The good people of Portland,
rilllying together, can make Portland a
clean city, When we do so rally the offl-
clals must listen to the appeal. That the
presence of this pitiful traffic in the North
Emnd s ths price of safety for good women
{s an argument which will not pass mus-
ter with logical peopla. Any man or
woman who has mads an &ven cursery
study of this problem will say at once
that, oen the contrary, the North End and
Ita pititul women are & menace to the
safety of every pure woman and child in
the city. It' not only epdangers the
women of today, but the chiidren yat to
ba born, whose fathers are frequenters of
these dens. If there were no other argu-
ment in favor of closing the bawdy-houses
of Portland, this last ehould be snough.
GentlEmen, Is It & chlvalry worth calling
such that you possasa, when with the
power !n your hands to cioss up thesa
dens and to make Portland clean you
are neglecting any action which will give
us this result? The Central W. C. T. U.
