PARIS, Oct. 2—(Special.}—Parisians
are In a state of delight over the ldea
of the new French Aerial League,
which Is to be formed on the lines of
the German Navy League, and during
the fow days which have prssed since
the subscription lsts were opened,
nearly half a million doliars has been
subscribed and In a week or so the
Jeague will have more money on hand
than was collected for Count Zeppelin
in Germany. No one who has not lived

solentiftic Invention, or in any other
manner, the onily intelllgence that ls
inteliigence at all

Frenchmen consider themselves the
ploneers In everything. No matter what
the Invantion may be, France lays prior
clalm to It For instance, thse phono-
gsaph, the steam engine and the print.
ing press were, the French think, all
developments of French ideas,

This belng so, the fact that fiying
is getting so near practical solution
by Wilbur Wright has given French-
men “furlously to think.” M. Santos
DPumont and M Henry Farman are, of
conrae, uelthar of them Frenchmen, but
France <dopted them what the Parls
papers call “tres Parlslens.” But by no

SENATE KILLED
BORAH'S MEASURE

Foraker Case Recalls Attempt
to Make Unlawful Such
Procedure.

HEYBURN LED OPPOSITION

Lawyer-Senators Voied Against Law
That in Its Operation Would
Take Away Much of Their
Private Practice.

OREGONIAN NEWS BUREAU, Wash-
ington., Oct L—Willlam R Hearst's
exposure of Senstor Foraker of Ohlo,
calls to mind the fact that Senator Bor-
ah, of Idaho, during the past session of
Congress, undertook to Sedure =n
amendment to the existing Statuts,
making it unlawful for Banators and
Representatives |n Congress 1o AoceEpt

compensation for servicea as altorneys
in any cass pending In court, where-
evar the United States Government had
any interest whatsouvar in the case st
iesue. Had Senator Foraker's relations
with the Standard Oll Company besn
exposed signt months ago, the Borsh
amendment, Instead of belng craftily
smothered. would have received thut
serious conslderation to which It wea
entitled. and individual Senators would
have besn put on record for or against
1t. As It happened, the amendment was
killed by a tricky maneuver on the part
of* the Henator in charge of the then
pending leginlation.

Borah Pr

On February 12, Senator Borah pro-
poséed to amend the section of the stat-
utes by inserting, after the words“be-
fors my Department” the word ‘‘court,”
and in explanation of his amendment
sald:

This section purports to preciude & Sena-
tor or Representative (n Congreas {rom prac-
tleing whers the United States Government
ia interested before a department, couri-
martial or any other part of the Govern-
ment. The samse reason should apply with
reference lo practicing in United States
courts whers the Goveroment is interested
as applies tn any other depariment. if
there is any occasion for the statule st all
it should apply with refersnce to the courts
the ssme as to courts-martial orf & depari-
mentl, or any other part of the Government.

The introductiom of this amendment
cems #3 & surprise to the Senate, and
met! with expected opposition, but strange
to say., most of the opposition came from
Westarn Senators. Senator Teller of Colo-
rado was the first to ohject, and his ob-
jection was as pecullar and contradictory
a5 his objevthon to much other legislation
he has fought in late years.

Senator Sutherland, of Utah, was next
in iine to take a fling at the amendment
Speaking of Senalors accepting fees
for services ss attorneys In cases In
which the Government had an Interest,
he nald:

1 think It is altogether a matier of taste.
opinion about It i that a Senator or
Hepresentative ought not to appear before a
court tn any case in which the United Staies
is involved Since I have been a member of
this hody. 1 have always declined to appear
in any such cases. but o make a breach of
taste & criminal offense, punishahbla by im-
prisonment not to exceed w0 years, and
by a fine of $10.000, it seems 1o mMe is golng
altogether too far.

Eenator Borah, repiying to the Sen-
ator from TUtah, sald that the fact that
Senator Sutherland would not appear
in court In A case In which the Gov-
ernment was Interested, Is a primary
reason why such practice should be
forbidden, ‘“because the practice is
wrong.” He added:

I wulimit that those who ars here for tha
purpose af leglsiating must stand in much a
position that they are aot dlsqualified In any
respect whatsoaver, either by previous em-
ployment or bY anticipated employment,
with refarence 1o those matiers la which the

Senator Heyburn, In charge of tha
codification bill, took part In the dis-
cussion. Mr. Heyburn did not condemn
the Borah amendment as bad legisla-
tion; he contended that the very evil
almed st by ths amendment was infar-
entinlly covered by the wording of axist-
irg law; In other words, he held that the
statute forbade practice in the courts, yet
he was unwilllng to specifically bar such
practice by tnserting the word “‘court” in
the law. But he had a further objection
to the Borah amendment—an objection
that struck Into his own pocket—that
amendment, If adopted, would deny Sena-
tora the right to appear as sttorneys “In
controversies under the provisions of
mection 23 of the revised statutes of the

on record. Senator Borah wanted to
have & rollcall, so that every Benator
would be recorded for or sagainst the
practice at which his amendment was
almed. Senator Heyburn was shrewd
enough to let the amendment be killed
with the protest of balf a dozen Senalors.
Had he been In favor of even s modifica-
tion of the amendment, as he had de-
clared, the time to have proposed such
amendment wks when the motion was
put by the Vice-President. But he ra-
mained silent. He sagade no protest, for
fear of stirring up further debate, and
that waa just exactly what he did not
want.

Perhaps President Roossvelt, in his
next message to Congress, may have
something to say on the practlce, using
the Foraker case as his cue. Tha House
ta still susceptible to public sentimént,
and Speaker Cannon s not a practicing
Inwyer, so there s stlll hope—if the
President takes hold. Senator Heyburn
would not be sbia to sidetrack s recom-
mendation of President Boossvell.

PROSECUTES ALL TRUSTS

BONAPARTE TELLS OF WORK OF
HIS DEPARTMENT.

Says Cases Have Been Brought
When Information Came From
Responsible Sources,

WASBHINGTON, Oct. 2. —Attorney-
General Bonapartie yesterday made
public his reply to a letter he bhad re-
celved from Josephus Daniels. chalr-
man of the Democratic Press Commit-
tee at Chlcago,.sasking for facts con-
nected with the trust prosecutions by
including

the Depariment of Justice,
the present standing of Htigation
against the truste.

The reply glves a summary of the

cases prosecuted substantially as fur-
nished in a recent report made publie,
& copy of which the Attorney-General
forwards to Mr. Danfels, The Attor-
ney-Gensrnl says that his department
has prosecuted 611 cases under the
Sherman Anti-Trust or Interstate Com-
merce lawa that have been brought to
its attention from responsible sources,
whera the facts disclosed warrant such
action. He continues:

“It of course, needless for me to
say that the mere fact that a corpors-
tlon or association !s callad A ‘trust
by Mr. John Moody In his manual, does
not prove or even tend to prove that
its organization or Iis members have
heen guilty of viclatlon of faderal
laws, Neither is such guilt suggested
by the fact that such organization mey
do n large and apparently profitable
business.”™
