Mack Says Employers Threat-

WILL CAUSE PUNISHMENT

| Democratic Chairman sSays Threats
of Dismissal Are Bribery—Talks
of Exposing Employers Who
Use Terrorism.

NEW YORK O¢t 3—Norman E.
Mack, chairman of the Democratic Nu-
tlonal committes, said today before
leaving for the West that a special
| tundt of §3000 had been appropriated
and set apart for the purpose of pun-
Ishing any person or corperation which
endeavors to coerce employes In the
Natlonal election. Mr. Mack explained

that numerces complaints had Dbeen
received by the National committes
from employes throughout the coun-

try that they had been threatened with
dismissal if they persisted in suppert
of the Democratic ticket. Mr. Mack
continued:

This Is sttempted bribery. and is
punishable as such. Threats of dis-
missal or to reduce wages of employes

If they vsote for Mr. Bryan or prom-
ises of higher wages if they vote for
Mr. Taft are plain bribery. We are

not afraid of the effact of such tactics
in this election, because the laboring
man cannot be bribed or seared fnto
submisston to the will of his master
In a matter as sacrad as ths ballot,
but [ think it Is tha duty of this com-
mittee to protect the American work-
ingman from such methods.

“It Is not advisable at the present
time to give tha names of these em-
ployes.
