May Enjoin Railroads if New
Rates Are Enforced.

EASTERN ROADS LIE DOWN |

CHICAGO, De¢. 11, —~The Tribuna to-
day prints the following newe article
on the transcentinental freight rate
question ns regards the Pacific Coast:

The advanceé in Ireight rates Included
in the new transcontinential tariffs,
which wore filed with thes Tnterstats
Commerce Commission about two
woeks ago, and which take effect un-
der the required 30 days notice on
January 1, ls likely to provokes a storm
among the shippers. This raay result
$n an attempt to prevent the roads from
chaurging the new rates by Injunctlon
proceedings.

During the courna of the aaitation
againat the proposed Increascs of the
Fastern roads In officlal classifieation
territory, little attention heas heen paid
to the Pacific Const rates. Now that
thie Eamtern ronda huve agreed to make
no general advances LOr two months
and many belleve that they may have
decldad to hack down, shippers are con-
ferring to see what may be done with
the transcontinental rate question.

The tralffic comnfittes ¢of the Ilnoia

Manulacturers” Association, which took
the lead In the fight on the Eastern
rates, hae declded 1o send A clivuiar
Jetter to members -aslkting them how

mueh the Intreasss will affect their haosl-
nese, and what s to be dona about It

It has bLeen stated that the brunt of
the Mght agalnst the new mtes wonid
provably he umbBertaken by the Call
fornia shippers, who are affacted by the
infreases both esstbound and westbound,
because most of the Jobbars Tecelving
freight from Chicago have been In tha
habit of paving the freight thomselves.

A formal protest to the Interstate Com-
marce Commission s now in preparation
by the Calitornia TraMe Assoclation, and
this body may dacide to ask for an in-
juncthon.
