Stock Market Recovers From

Early Depression.

HOPE FOR BANK SURPLUS

General Disposition of Traders
However, Is to Kcdiicc Their

Committments Selling: Pres-
sure la the Metal Group.

NEW YORK. Pec. 12. The stock
market showed spots of positive
strengrth today, but they "were not suf
flclent to offset the effect of the pen
eral disposition to reduce eomniitt- -
mrpts.

There was dlsrnrslon of the beneficial
effect on railroad earnings to follow
the proposed advance In freipht rates
but prices did not respond except in
tne rnso of New York Central, which
rose vigorously In the face of the pre
vfotts down.ird tendency. The advance.
In Pressed Steel for recalled a rumor,
circulated early In the week and of
ficlallv denied, cf an intended absorp-
tion by the I'nited States Steel Corpo-
ration. Other railroad eiulpn.ent
storks moved In sympathy.

The Rreatest sellinfr pressure cen
tered on the met.il pro tip, especially
Ameruan Smeltlnp?' Rumors of unsat
isfactory enrninvs bv that company
vere coupled with reports of a waning
demand for ropptr and expectation of
a renewed decline In the price of sil
ver with the lowest price on record.

Kxpectntlon of a weak bank return
was jr neral, although It was known
'that the weekly statement .vould not
appear until after the stock market
closed. The operation of forces In the
depletion of the bank supplies was
seen to be still In force, indicating
continuance of t.Se decrease In banking
roserv- -

Loans on call are not made at the
Stock FJxchansce on Saturday, so that
there was ro quotation in call loans to
serve as (cuid;. Time money rates,
however, were firmer, an advance in
the 60 -- day rate following the earlier
risfl in the 30-d- rate. The foreign
exchange market continued very
strong, making it evident that addi
tional gold would go out next week.

The statement of the day's subtreas
ury cperations showed a gain by that
instiiution of S4. 814,000, reflecting the
beginning of payments of subscriptions
to the Panama Canal bonds, which will
figure In the banking averages for
all of next week. Today's outgo of h
round $4,000,000 feold t Paris also re-
mains to be shown in the figures of the
banking condition.

The strong rally in the late stock
market was due to an intimation that
the bank statement would show a, loan
contraction which would serve to con
serve the surplus. The decline in the
surplus was limited, in fact, to $3,272,
3"0 i the averages Kvidehtly the cur
tail ment of bank loans is due to the
coming Into the loan market of the
trust companies to take advantage of
the more profitable rates by drawing on
their deposits with the banks. The de
crease of 57.507,UO in the daily aver
ages of the Clearing-hous- e loans, or of
$2,857,100 In actual loans, contrasts
with a loan increase of $19,097,200 by
the other banks and trust companies.

The borid market was irregular, but
a number of prominent issues made
sudden (advances. Total sales, par value,
$2.616, 030. United States 2s, registered,
advanced y per cent on call.'

RESERVE IS CUT

BANKS' SVKPrx? MAY BE WIPED
OCT BY EM) OF YEAR.

Weekly Statement Shows Ijnrge De-

crease in Lou 1is and Deposits.
Trust Company Operations.

NEW YORK, Dec. 12. The Financier will
say:

The statement of the associated banks
of New York City for the week ending
December 12 showed, as had been antici
paid; a heavy decrease In cash, the loss
for seven days amounting to $S.9ol,!00, due
for the most part to jtrold exports to Europe.
The banks also lost a smaller amount to
the interior. Loans for the decreased
J2.S .5,100 and d posits showed a loss of
$10,478,600.

The loss in deposits, of course, lessened
the reserve requirements. but this offset
the loss in cash and as a consequence the
surplus reserve of the banks decreased $4
601.fi 73, making the present reserve above
leira. requirements $14.92D,0:i9. At the
present rate of decrease it is quite likely
that the year will end with the surplus of
the cloarinjf-hous- e banks little, if any, above
the 25 per cent.

It is worth noting that Government de-
posits in New York banks Increased last
week something over $1,000,000. The sum-
mary of state banks and trust companies
in Greater New York not reporting to the
New York Clearing-Hous- e revealed some
very strikin.tr expansions, notably in loans,
which increased $19,097,200 and in net de
posits, which increased $18, 315,100. Despite
those increases, the state banks and trust
companies expanded their cash during the
week by less than $1,500,000. The expansion
of loans by trust companies was brought
about by the shifting of business from the
clearing-hous- e banks and also on account
of tlw heavy syndicate operations.

The statement of average of the clearing
house banks for the week shows that the
banks hold $16,899.GJ5 more than the re-
quirements of the 25 per cent reserve rule.
This is a decrease of $3,272,150 in the pro-
portionate cash reserve as compared with
last week. The statement follows:

SETS ASIDE LAND RULING

Supreme Court Decides Kntrymen
May File IJefore Seeing- - Land.

WASHINGTON'. D.c. 12. It is
held by the Supreme Court of the Dis-
trict of Columbia that the Interior De-
partment cannot require that entryman
uiuier the timber and stone act snail per-
sonally go upon the land sought before
making their initiative entry. This

was rendered in the case of
Mary S. Ness, whose timber entry of a
tract in the Roseburfr, Or., land office
had been cancelled because she had not
visited the land before filinp. The
court holds that the Department was
without authority in cancelling this
entry merely on the ground "that the
applicant discovered the character of
the land from having had an expert
examine it." This decision is of

effect, and seriously affects
the new regulations recently promul-
gated for the enforcement of the tim-
ber and stone act.

Strikers Tie l'p Tugboats.
