sistant District Attorney John O'Gara,
who represented the prosecution, opposed
Dozier’s motion for a two weeks” con-
tinuanes, and Judge Lawlor, after point-
Ing out to Mr. Dozier the limited grounds
upon which a motion for a new trial
might be granted, set the further hearing
for next Thursdsy.

NAME DECEIVES MOTHERS

Strans Declares Commercial Tas-
b teurized Milk Is Big Fraud.

—

KEW YORK, Dec. 19-—-Nathan Straus,
the New York plhllanthropist, best known,
perhaps, for his free milk booths and
Pasteurization crusade, is utrging the phs-
sagd by the mnext Leglslature of more
stringent legialation in this state prohibit-
ing the Importation of cattla affacted with
tuberculosis. Also ho hopes to prevent the
use of the word “Pastenrization™ unless
it speaks for the sclentific and not com-
mercial method.

*“Commercial Pasteurization,” says AMr.
Strans, “is A lmmbng and fravd., The
germs are not killed, but the milk haa
bean trested by o procesa which merely
preserves it, and pravents it from souring.
1t actually does more harm than good,
for it enables dishonest denlers to keep
milk and market it when 1t I8 ald and
stale. It decelves mothers, who know
that Pasteurised milk Is good for their
bables, and do not understand that com-
mercially Pasteurized milk s only pre-
served milk.

“U'nfortunatsly most of the so-called
Pasteurtzed milk sold In the city has beon
only commercially treated, and the uss
of the term ‘Pasteurization’ In connection
with it should be forbldden by law."

REPLY T0 GHARGES

Defends Medical Department
of University of Oregon .
. - Against Criticism.

RESPECTS TO DR. PANTON

in Tengthy Letter. Dean of Medical
School Takes Up Charges in De-
tall and Answers Points by De-
nials and Explanations.

PORTLAND, Dee. 19.—(To ths Eiitor.)
—Dr. Panton, in his letter in last Bun-
day's Oregonian, at Iast proved his preju-
dice agninst the medical department of
the Unlverstty of Oregon, o seniiment
which he would ndver before admit.

Drawing geductions from n Ussus of
falro stntements, he erected o figure of
straw which he thereupon proceeded to
pull down and pomumel. The personali-
ties to which he despended are not worthy
of a sane and proper discussion of the
mattcers fnvolved, and wers 1 alons ¢on-
eorned in his Jetter T wonld give tha mat-
ter no furthes notice. 1 shall certainly
not Indulge in recrimination and person-
shtles further than s absolutely neces-
sary In refuting certaln of his state-
ments, for 1 fully renlize that such styls
of argument (s distasteful and wholly uns
worthy to such of the public ax may ba
Interested.

I realiza that it is almost & useless
task to enter Into a controversy with one
who makes use of such weapone, yet I
rm consirained to rgply by certain state-
ments about the medical departmant of
the TU. of 0. and direct questions ad-
dreaged to myssif. His statement that
the medical doepartment of the U, of O.
Is= a privats stock corporation is abso-
Jutsly untruoe. his department was duly
chartered by ihe regents of the U. of O.
In 1857, and has always remained a part
of the state corporation nnd never been
a stoek company. No bulldings lhiave been
furrilahed by the state at any time, and
nona belng avallable for rental for med-
feal schools, a siock company was formed
early in tha history of the college for
the purposs of providing a proper bulld-
ing In which to carry on the schoeol

Ruilding Is Rented.

This building has been, and ls, rented
to the college at a reasonable remtnl. Had
it not been provided by this, or somse
other bullder, the state having failed 1o
provide s place, there would have boem
no avallable premisas In waleh to carry
on the work. The bullding corporation
would be very glad Indeed to have the
state furnish a bullding In which to carry
on the school, when It would turn 1ts own
property to other uses.

A= to tho charge that thé school is &
money-making Institution, T will say that,
if so, it i n lamentable fallure in that
respect. It recelves from the State Tini-
versity 51000 per annum to ald In paying
{ts axpenses. For the past five years the
oxponses, entiroly aslde from anything
pald to lecturerm for thelr services, has
wvarisd from $4000 to over $4&00 per annum.,
This Included many additions made to
laboratory. planty and other educational
Tacilities.

After payving the expenses refarred to
abave (over $5000 per annum In ‘excess of
tha %1000 from the TUniversity) the bal-
ance Is then divided among the lecturers
as pome compensation for thelr work.
Anlds from this payment, no salaries are
paid to lecturers. Aboul one month ago
1 entered Into correspondence, on the
stibject of compensation to lecturers, with
about B0 medleal schools (including =il
medical deparimenta of stats universi-
ties of the United States), and have re-
eelyed numerous replies. From these,
which may be seen at my office, It Is ap-
parent that the compensation recelved by
our lecturers amounts to not more than
from one-twentleth to one-fifth of what
they mhould have.

Need Greater Allowance.

Experts on medieal education hava as-
assertod that beyvond doubt the cost of
educnting a medleal student to graduation
in much In exeess of the fees paid by him.
Medieal departments of state universitios
In many states recelve very cansiderable
amounts with which to pay salarles of
leotyrers. In our awn case the {ncon-
siderable sum left after paying expenscs
and devoted to the purposs of paying
between 35 and # lecturers, falls very far
short of what they ought to receive. A
detall report, ever since the beginnlog of
tise school, has been rendered annually
to the regents, embracing both scholastie
and fAnaneclal matters. “All receipts of
of money, including the 1000 from the
University, are accounted for, and all
disbursements are represented by vouch-
era in this office which have been pre-
viously checked by an auliting commit-
ted of two, selected ench year by the
medical faoulty. The regents of the
Tiniversity ought to allow to the medical
soliool at least $30,000 per annum in order
to pay somewlhere near adequale com-
pensatipn to lectursrs wupon certaln
branches, my own NOT locluded.

In this connestion, referring to imperti-
nant querles of Dr. Panton personal to
myself, and most of which are too puerile
for notice or reply, I will say, as to
whether I "am in the medlcal school to
elevate tha medlenl profession for rey-
eniua only™: Certainly not the latter. The
revenus derived from my connection with
the sachool 18 too Insignificant to be
considered In  comparison with the
amount of time 1 devate to my duties pa
dean and teacher. What money I have
roceived from the school Is o matler of
publie record In the annual reperts above
referred to, and which are on flle at the
office of the University, at Eugene. I
to thoss of thae madlcal
profession who know me best that I
have labored to elevate the medleal pre-
fession and to assist in making Portland
a medieal educational center. Very much
of the time of the best yoars of my lUfe
have been unselfishly devoted to this ob-
ject. It is hard for men of narrow souls
to appreciate the sentiment of public
obligation with unselfish loyaity In others
or the spirit that leads the latter to do
things unless a substantlal quid pro quo
is to be fortheoming.

Stands on Record.

My life in this-community for over 40
wears has beon an open book, and I am
quite willing to let Its record stand
ngainst the guips and innuendoes of my
{nterrogutor. As to what T have done
for the advancement of knowledge, it Is
not for me to suy; whatever elie my
faults, I am not & boaster.

Dr. Panton misgquoted me In the pas-
eagn: “that his graduntes are the equal
in educational attalnments of any aver-
age lot of students, etc.” and then pro-
ceeds to gay that T “do not claim much
for them.” My words wera “that the
AVERAGH Oreagon educated physiclanas
are the equals of any AVERAGE lot of
studants, ete.” The presence of the
word “average” twice changes the whola
moaning of the sentoncg and renders his
eriticlem unjust and silly.

Hlis chargo that T am “personally re-
sponsibla for the defects of our local
school, for he has been its dean and man-
ager,” and that “reforms have becn

made under compulrion and not becauss
of any scruples of the dean,” ia truly
terrible; and be, Dir. Panton, belleves
it, too. Awfu), indeed. I do not. wish
to shirk any responsibility, but If the
nbove charge be trus, 1t does seem
sirange that the other members of the
faculty wshould heva been hoodwinked
all these years. Even Dr. Pauton will
not deny that they are men of Intelll-
gence mnd disgernment, and not likely to
be dictated to. For 2! years annually
(for the election of officers takes place
anew each year) they have unanimously
clected me dean. Never has thers been
a dissentlng vote, and never bave I made
the slightest effort to obialn or bold the

poattion. Indeed, I have consented to
econtinue in It, of late years, only be-
cause of thelr unanimously expressed

deslre to have me, and becailse of my
own wish to co-operate with them in in-
itiating and carrying forward sdvances
in medical education.

Leaves Verdict to Others.

Dr. Panton makes this and many
other gratultous assumpiions and state-
ments which raise =lmply questions of
differing opinions between us, In such
matters I am quite willing to let the
verdiet rest with the public, A more
serious item of Dr. Panton'a letter is
his guotation from a letter of Dr. Col-
well, in which the latter says: “I have
been told (mark Dr. Colwell does not
stata it as a fact) that the reason that
this school 18 no longer & member of
the A. A. M, C, Is that the collags re-
fused to furnish reports regarding pre-
liminary requirements, ete*”

Dr., Colwell was misinformed. This
ebllege voluntarily Tesigned Its mem-
hershlp in the A A M C. for reasons
stated In a report by a committes of
thias faculty and which involved tha falr
dealings of the A. A, M. C. in ths mat-
ter of amending Its constitutlon with-
out proper notice, which affected our
relationa withour own university, =mnd
for other good reasons, none of which
touch the effielency of this school

The secretary of the A. A. M. C, Ina
small spirlt of revenge, In his report
that this college had resigned, stated
that as certaln reports for entrancs cre-
dentials had not been submitted, 1t
might be Inferrsd that the rewig-
natlon was offered rather than maks the

reporte. Tha Inference was entirely un-
justified, and In s vigorous protast
gpainst such a, statement submitted to

ths secretary this was polnted out. As
4 fact, the blanks for returns In the
matter of matricuinten for that year
reached hers while 1 was absent abroald.
Upon my meturn there was a masn of
rorrespondence to sttend to, and before
T reachedd the matter of fillling out the
blanks, this college voluntarily withdrew
{ts membership and T supposed [t un-
necessary to make further report to it
and so informad the secretary later,

All data relaling to entrance creden-
tlals or other sohool matters are on fils
in the dean's office and T will gladly
ghpw them to anyona Interested.

‘ﬁr, FPanton finds fault with tha ladb-
oratory and clinieal facllitles of the
gchool. T wonder {f he has bsesn at even
one of our laboratory or clinlcal demon-
stratlons doring recent years,

Invite Dr. Panton to Visit

In good faith and in all sincerity I in-
vita him to wisit aoy or all of our lab-
oratories—histologlcal, pathologicsl, an-
atomical, chemical, etc., when classes
are at work therein, and also clinlos at
Good Samaritan, St. Vincent's, Multmo-
mah County Hospital, eto. I will gladly
furnish him with schedula of hours.

He also finds faunlt becauss upon the
occasion, last July, of his reading a
paper criticising the Oregon medical
aschools befors the Btats Medical Boclely,
1 &l4d not joln In the discussion, saying:
“Tir, Josephl sat mand heard it through,
and 4ld not open his mouth,” eto,
which would be falr criticism, If true,
but it i= not. I was not present when
this paper was read or discussed and
have never deemed it of sufMeient Impor-
tance to read since ils publleation.

Hes quotes the alleged “spontanesous
tesitmony of Dr. James F. Bell, of this

school.” Dr. Bell, replying to my query
as to the truth of this, responded as
follows:

“Dr. Panton, in his letter to Tha Ore-
gonian of December 13, chargos me with
saving: ‘T will grant you that the grad-
tates of our school are mot the best, or
fit to practica In such a city as Portiand,
but they are good enough for country
erossroads, snd in that reaprot we have
filled & want.'

“It 1s mot trus that I ever made such

g statement, or that I, Inferentlally or
otherwise, s#ald our schnol was only ca-
pable of graduating men fit for tha
country distriots. No such thouglit ever
entered my mind. The question of the
fitlness of our graduates to practice 1in
Portland was not mentloned or dls-
cussed.
"What I 4!4 say to Dr. Panton 'was
that not only In Oregon™ but In* the
Inrger elitles of the Siate of Washing-
ton, ha could find many of cur grad-
upates engaged in successful practica and
holding thelr own with the graduates of
other colleges. I nlso sald it seemed
atrange that fo many of our graduates,
pfter having failed to pess the Oregon
State Board, wers able to pnss tho State
Boeard of Washington, whose require-
ments and standard were  generally
daeemed high. Dr. Panton answered that
he di4 not think the Washington stand-
ard a high one. .
