Langford didn't Gimpiay his gameness,
becausa thers wasn't any chance, but he
did prove that he S an artist with the
gloves end that he ean punch. OF perfect
bulid above the walht, the first rush made
Flynn showsd that he never bad &
ghost aof a chance 10 win.

The collegians are the lads who
defeated the University of Oregon und
Whitman College, much to ihe surpriee
of the dopesters of the Northwest.
