BUILD LINE TO WINNIPEG

Great Northern lEoad Will Kxtend.
Has Bought Terminals.

WIXNITrXi. Jan. 9 Notice appeared
today In the official gazette of the Mani-
toba government that the Great Northern
trains will be run into Winnipeg from
the south over Its own road by midsum-
mer.

Application has been made to build a
line this year west from Winnipeg
parati-llr.- g the Northern I'aciflc to the
western boundary of the province, also a
branch from Morden to Rothwell. Man.,
and connecting with tlw main line west,
and to build from the boundary lines at
Noyes. Minn., to Winnipeg. Work will
start in tho Spring.

The company two years ago purchased
J1..0W worth of property In the center
of the city for terminals and recently
secured permission to connect the Great
Northern and the Northern Pacific lines
at the boundary with tho Manitoba sys-

tem.

Walter Thomas Mills and Mrs. Lilile

Fosborg appeared in a debate last night
In the T. M. C. A. Mrs. Fosherr took the
stand that the economic problem Is to be
solved not by the ballot, but by the or-
ganization of the various industries into
one industrial union, which would ulti-
mately become stronger than the orsan-l7- d

government. She tried to ehow that
measures have been won by the combined
effort of workers In various industries.
In opposing this view. Sir. Mills pointed
out that Industrial combinations could
not acquire supreme pomer without first
using what power the franchise affords
at the present time. In elaborating on
this question Mr. Mills advanced many of
his well-know- n economiu ideas.

Paul Richards a Refugee.
LONDON. Jan. 9. The Foreign Of-

fice has been advised from Malta that
an American named Paul Richards, of
Pennsylvania, has arrived there from
Itegglo on board the Prltlsh cruiser
Minerva, and been sent to the hospital.

CABINET SECRETS

Will Make No More Announce-

ments Till After

HITCHCOCK WILL RESIGN

Give I'p National Chairmanship
After Filtering Cabinet Taft Is

Hailed by Southerner as In-

carnation of Harmony.

AL'Gl'STA. Ga.. Jan. 9. Beyond the re-

iteration of the announcement that P. C.
Knox will be Secretary of State and
Frank H. Hitchcock, Postmaster-Genera- l.

President-elec- t Taft has determined that
no other Cabinet appointments shall be
made known until March 4. To make tliia
determination effective, he will deny all
Cabinet rumors, predictions or announce-
ments from any source or quarters what-
ever. In the statement attention was di-

rected to the announcement of the Knox
appointment, made on the day Mr. Taft
arrived in Augusta, and to the statement
by the Associated Press from Hot
Springs. Va.. of the eelection of Mr.
Hitchcock as Postmaster-Genera- l, both of
which were pronounced correct by Mr.
Taft.

Hitchcock to Resign as Chairman.
It is predicted that Mr. Hitchcock will

retire- a chairman of the Republican Na-

tional Committee at some convenient time
to be determined upon after ho has as-

sumed the Cabinet duties. In this event,
he will designate a who
will hold the position until the commit-
tee's meeting in December preceding the
next National election, when the election
of a chairman will be made. Mr. Hitch-
cock, who Is here, declined to discuss any
plans he may ha-- e in this connection.

Taft Attends Barbecue.
A trip Into the "grand old days of

the past" was the experience of the
President-elec- t today. In being the
guest of the Beech Island Farmers'
Club of South Carolina at a reception
or a barbeeue that tho club has held
once a month without missing a month
for nearly 70 years. The old darky.
John Hanis, made the "cue" Just ex-

actly the same as be has been doing
every month since "long before de
wall."

The plain old clubhouse, with Its
holes In the roof and walls, has been a
meeting place for the discussion of all
questions as well as for the feasts,
served in one of Its two rooms, for
more than SO years. It stands alone on
a beach, seven miles from Augusta
and In and around it today were gath-
ered half a hundred farmers with a
sprinkling of city folks. Invited from
Augusta for the occasion. These in-

cluded Senator Bourne, of Oregon. John
Hays Hammond and Frank H. Hitch-
cock.

Incarnation of Harmony.
Major Henry Hammond, a veteran of

more than TO years, welcomed Mr.
Taft to the barbecue and expressed the
hope that, aa the Llama of Tibet is re-

garded as the Incarnation of Buddha,
Mr. Taft might be the incarnation of
George Washington and bring about
the restoration of harmony, equality
and fraternity between the Solid South
and the Solid North. Mr. Taft ex-

pressed his gratitude for his reception.
After the barbecue hud been served,

the ancient negro cook ejaculated, with
tears of Joy on his face:

"I sho' done shook hands with a
President. If I nevah shake hands
agin, I done It today."

HESITATE TO ANGER CHINA

Why Powers Decided Not to Protest
Against Yuan's) Dismissal.

WASHINGTON. Jan. 9. The predomi-
nating reason that lias Influenced the
American and British Ministers at Pekin
in abandoning their project for a protest
by the powers against any disturbance
of the present policy of the Chinese Gov-

ernment is believed here to be largely
the delicacy which this Government lias
felt in approaching the Chinese govern-
ment on this subject.

It was difficult to anticipate how any
representations along this line might be
received, for It is realized that the
Chinese are sensitive on any Intimations
which convey the Impression that they
are not capable of "managing their own
affairs. There was a question also whether
these would have been excusable, not-
withstanding the great Interests the gov-
ernments; 'particularly that of the United
States, have In the preservation of peace
In China and the maintenance of its
progressive policy in view of the fact
that there have been no serious results
following Yuan's dismissal and no reac-
tionary tendencies have marked tne ad-

ministration of the Chinese government.
Great reliance Is placed by the State

Department In the appointment of Liang
to the Minister of Foreign Affairs and it
Is hoped that the influence that he may
be able to exert may go far In pre-
venting any decidedly backward steps, at
least so far as the foreign policy of
China Is concerned.

AY AN TED FIFTY MILLION'S

Tang Shao Yi's Visit to America Not

Entirely One of Friendship.
CHICAGO. Jan. 9. It was stated yester-

day, unofficially, but In responsible quar-

the short period before Tang's departure
home, following his recall. The Ambassa-
dor will have an Interview with President
Roosevelt before starting for Europe.
Some of his suite will accompany him on
the return trip, while the remainder will
go home by way of San Francisco. '

AVill Study American Commerce. -

SAN FRANCISCO, Jan. 9. To study
conditions of commerce in thia country,
Tiu Citing Wing. Chinese Commis-
sioner, accompanied by his suite, ar-
rived from the Orient on the
Pacific Mall liner China. After a brief
stay in Washington, he expects to
visit the principal cities and seaports
In tha country.- Neither tho Commis-
sioner nor any of his suite would com-
ment upon the dismissal of Yuan Shi
Kal.

BUDYGRQS5ES NORTH POLE

TAKES EIGHT YKAUS TO FLOAT

FROM CANADA TO NORWAY.

Belleveil to Show Current Across

Polar Sea Which Explorer
AVII1 Utilize.

CHRISTIANA. Nor.. Jan. 9. The mete-
orological Institute lias received a letter
from Soroe, Denmark, stating that a buoy
driven ashore. November 3. contained a
notice that the buoy was set adrift on
July 24, 1900. near Cape Bathurst, and was
4O0 kilometres northeast of the Mackenzie
River. Cape Bathurst is In British Amer-
ica on the Arctic Ocean, lying in latitude
70:137 N.. longitude 137:30 W.

It is believed here that the buoy which
thus drifted more than eight years, was.
carried through the polar seas betwen
Greenland and Spitzbergcn. If this is
so, it would eeem to support the conclu-
sion on which Captain Ronald Amundsen
has based hia future expedition on the
Framm.

Captain Amundsen's expedition on the
Framm will start from San Francisco
early in 1M0. He plans a drifting voyage
similar to that undertaken by Kansen.
He Intends to fasten his ship in the ice
northwest of Point Barrow Alaska, and
hopes to drift across the pole.

OLDEST PIONEER IS DEAD

Patrick B. GraJiam, of Missoula, Is
Said to Have Been Over 100.

MISSOULA. Mont.. Jan. 9. Patrick B.
Graham, a native of Ireland and a pio-

neer of Minnesota and Montana died here
last night of senile debility. The exact
date of Mr. Graham's birth is not known,
but members, of his family state be Is
over 109 years of age.

Mr. Graham settled on a farm In Hous-

ton County in 1868 and with his family
moved to Eastern Montana 22 years ago.
where he resided until coming to this
city two years ago.

Besides a widow he leaves five sons and
four daughters.
