Weyerhaeusers with 67,285 acres. While
many of the defendants are residents
of Oregon, the majority of them, or
their heirs, are scattered from Cali-
fornia to Maine. When the time of
trial comes. It promises to surpass any
trial ever held on the Pacific Coast be-

fore a Federal Court.
The prayer In the complaint is a long

one, containing seven separate prayers.
The fact Is alleged In one of the
prayers thct none of the purchasers
were actual settlers, nor did they ever
Intend to become settlers upon the
lands which they bought. On the con-

trary, it Is charged that the lands wers
bought for the purpose of speculating
In the values of the land, the timber
and the other natural products. In the
fifth prayer the Oovernmen-- - seeks to
protect the purchaser, asking the court
to compel the company to deposft with
the court, or some proper officer, all
sums of money received by the com-
pany for the sale or conveyance of the
land, together with Interest from the
date of the sale. This money, or any
part of it. Is to go to the defendant
purchaser or to other parties whom
the court might deem equitably enti-
tled to the money.

In that behalf your orator hereby offers
and consents that said moneys, or any
part thereof, (if the court shall so direct)
shall be awarded and paid over to said
defendant purchaser, or to any other
party or person, that the court may deem
equitably entitled thereto; but if the
court shall find no person or party other
than your orator equitably entitled to said
moneys or any part thereof, your orator
prays that said moneys or such part
thereof be awarded and paid over to your
orator, the United States of America.
