Motor Cars.

AUTO SHOW AIDS BUSINESS

All Local Dealers Report Increase
in Number of Sales as Direct

Result of the Recent
Exhibition.

The new taxicab service promised
for Portland will have rates of BO centsfor the first half mile and 10 cents ad-ditional for each succeeding quarter ,ofa mile. Rates for shopping will be$1.50 an hour, and these rates are thesame for one, two or three persons.

The model to be used Is shown in theaccompanying cut. The company'sgarage will be located on the west sideof the river, although the exact sitehas not been selected as yet.
Some of the American manufacturersof automobiles are turning their atten-

tion to the building of taxlcabs, butthey have not gone Into the business soextensively as the European makers.The Renault cabs are fitted out withevery convenience and have been in-
stalled in New York and Chicago by thesame management which is handling
the Portland enterprise. W

It Is expected that with the adventof the cabs a service from trains to
hotels wiil be inaugurated, in order tofurther

tThe cabs have been bought and themanagement of the Portland servicewill be under the direction of JamesManning. W. RIed will have charge ofthe office. The Renault taxicab is fin-
ished In green leather and elaboratelyupholstered, each car being a four-cylind-

With two added clubs in the leaguethe circuit really appears stronger thanlast year. San Francisco and Oaklandseem to have braced up considerably,Los Angeles is almost as strong as lastyear, while Vernon and Sacramento, thenew clubs, are looming up in a likelymanner. Dwelling upon the merits ofthe other clubs, it would seem that SanFrancisco possesses more than a shadethe better of the team of last season,and the same .can be said of Oakland.The Seals are braced nicely back ofthe bat with Williams and Berry Wil-liams was last season's first-sack- er andhis position at tnat point is now filledby a big fellow named Tennant. Thislatter, with Mohler, McArdle and Mun-dorf- f,

form only a fair infield quartet.There is nothing sensational about anyof them. In the outfield San Francis-co is stronger, for good batsmen havereplaced Hildebrand and Curtis. Theseare Bodle, Jimmle Williams, Kelly andLewis, who are to battle for the leftand center veldts, while Harry Mel-chi- or

is a fixture in right Bodie hasblossomed out like a batter of prom-
ise, while Williams Is still something ofan unknown as far as the league isconcerned. At any rate if the new mencan hit at all they will surely be animprovement over' the .169 batters ofthe two positions last year.

Strong In Pitchers.
In the box is where San Franciscomay prove herself a factor. Old JoeCorbett has returned to life, and if heworks against the Coast clubs as hedid against the Chicago club, woe is instore for some teams. In Browning,t,rirrin and Berger, Long seems to haveacquired a trio of classy young pltcli-er- s

and with Silvers Henley. Willis andthe new man Eastley to fall back on,not to mention Corbett. the Seals seemwell fortified for slab material. In fact,San Francisco seems better fixed forpitching talent than do the other clubs,with the possible exception of Port-land. The Seals' batteries are likelyto hold them in the race, and if thebunting comes their way, this depart-ment will be responsible.
Down Los Angeles way Hen Berrysees visions of another pennant. How-ever, Berry's vision must be defectiveor else he has a few cards up his sleeveof which he is saying little or nothing.His team as it has lined up against theWhite Sox has not shown "turrubleclassy" in any department. In the placeof Happy Hogan and Ted Easterly, Dil-lon has secured an old-tim- er namedOrendorff, who may or may not be theequal, of either of his discarded back-stops. Orendorff certainly is not thehitter Easterly was, and he will haveto show speed to be the catcher Hoganshowed himself to be.

Tozer Shows Up Well.'

is an excellent pitcher, and unlesshe has lost some of his cunning he willprove one of the Coasters' winningtwirlers, unless Los Angeles shouldshow a remarkable reversal of formThis is hardly likely, although thewriter does not expect them to corrala cinch on first place at any stage ofthe game. Tozer will prove a populartwirler and a favorite of the fans, atleast in Los Angeles.
Walter Nagle was a team-mat- e ofTozer with the Angels at the start of1906, and together with that, worthyjumped to Buffalo immediately afterthe quake. Tozer remained East, butNagle came bac to the Coast. Nagleby the way, is still holding out formore money than Berry is willing topay. He had better line up pronto or

he may lose his job to young Cowleyor some other promising youngster whois essaying the task of making good.

But "Brick" Devereaux
hove in sight with his pockets bulg-ing with money, and made his offers.

He didn't stop with offers to Curtisand Jones. He approached practicallyevery manjack on the local club. Mun-dor- ff

he especially wanted, and Nick
Williams as well. Neither one of them
would budge, and so he went afterthe smaller fry. Jones was the firstto fall, and Curtis succumbed to induce-
ments later on the same day, whichwas Monday.

Jones Knew His Falling.
It is said of Jones that he told Danny

Long he knew the Seals had too many
good pitchers; that he had struck too
fast a gait and he was going to com-pany where he knew he could stay.
Curtis simply said that he was getting
more money.

As a matter of fact the jumping ofthis pair will not hurt the local clubin the least. Not to be nasty withOscar, most of the fans think thatLong is well rid of him. Last year hewon ahput 80 per cent of the games,
and toward the close of the seasonwas absolutely worthless. In spite ofthat. Long got the a
Winter Job pitching ball in the Im-perial Valley League, and even per-
mitted him to remain two weeks afterthe rest of the team had reported. Itlooks very much like ingratitude on
his part, but no one Is sorry that - hahas left.

Curtis More of a Loss.
Curtis is more tnan an average field-

er, .but he can't hit the ball. Long
would hardly have used him as aateady man at third, but doubtless
would have retained him as a utility
inflelder. When Joe came back from
China and heard that he was to beshipped to Happy Hogan's team hepleaded with Long to remain with theSeals. Danny agreed, and this is whathe gets. It is possible, bowever, thatboth players realize that they wouldhave mighty little chance with the lo-
cals and prefer to quit rather than befired.

At all events the boys shape up very
nicely without them. Tennant. the firstbaseman, is a trifle slow on his feetand he can't handle grounders withany degree of certainty. He can slugthat ball, however, and there Is wherehe will be a big help. Mohler is play-i- n

g0 a better second base than everbefore so early in the season.
At shortstop the work of Roy Mc-

Ardle has been phenomenal. Not only
has his fielding been' remarkable, buthe is lacing the ball. Third base issomewhat in doubt, but it is possible
that Mundorff will be slated for thatberth. He is to be given a trial there,at, least Mundorff is sure of a Job on
the infield, but whether as shortstop orthird base it remains to be seen.

The outfield ls somewhat unsettled.

Melchior, Bodie, Kelly, Lewis and Will-iams, the latest arrivals, are all in thefield. Williams is about as big a manas Heine Heitmuller, but it remainsto be seen what he can do. Bodie,who was injured In running to thirdbase last week, will be back In thegame In 10 days. He is a fixture atcenterfleld and bids fair to lead theleague in batting. Lewis looks a morelikely man than Kelly, and will prob-ably be retained.
The pitchers Berger, Corbett, Willis,Cooper. Eastlev

.showing up well. Berger was some--
wnat of a disappointment the firstgame he pitched, but came back lastSunday in remarkably good form. Wil-
lis, not having had the exercise, is atrifle sore, but I look for him to havea good season. I think the Portlandfans will like this chap, Cooper, who,like so many of the San Franciscobunch, halls from Texas. He is fullof life and has some good curves, witha change of speed.

You know the backstops Berry andNick Williams. That lad Williams hasdeveloped a good arm in throwing to
second and not many of the boys willbe stealing bases on him.

Ewing-McOred- ie Controversy.
Just a word about this Ewing-Mc-Cred- ie

controversy. I am not anxiousto enter into the affair, which seemsto have gone some lengths, accordingto the newspaper dope, but I am in-
clined to thiuk that some of the storieshave not been altogether fair to Ewing.
I am not so much of a Callfornian butwhat I can seen both sides of an af-
fair, and I do not believe there is any
tendency to belittle the importance
of Portland or give that club theworst of It. In fact, from what I havebeen able to gather, the efforts ofJudge McCredie in building up theCoast League have been always fullyappreciated.
