That is that all ball playersget their start on the sandlots. and many
of these Jump right from the sandlots tothe major leagues as well as to the
minors and make good immediately,league classification does not make the
baseball playors. for there are boneheadplayers In the big leagues yet. Some ofthem hold their jobs from year to year,
and others last the proverbial length of
time to get a meal. These things con-
sidered, baseball classification, is merely
a matter of favoritism when the differ-
ence between the Pacific Coast League's
rating and that of the NorthwesternLeague is concerned.

Just at present the only . difference be-
tween the Pacific Coast League and the
Northwestern Is that the tail-en- d clubs
of the lessor league are putting up a
much worse article of ball ti'an are the
truilers in the coast organization.

MOTORBOAT WOLFF II TO RACE
STEAMER SPENCER.

Contest Is Result of Keen Rivalry.
Club, Interested, Will Follow

Craft.

John Wolffs new motorboat Wolff II
and the steamer Charles R. Spencer, with
Captain Charles R. Spencer at the wheel,
have been slated for a race to take place
Sunday morning at 8 o'clock. The event
is being looked forward to with consid-
erable interest, as motorboat enthusiasts
are eager to see what the Wolff II can
do. It is the intention of a large num-
ber of boat-owne- to leave early San-da- y

morning to see at least a portion of
the race.

The contest. Is the outcome of friendly
rivalry between Wolff and Spencer, who
have had brushes on the river several
times with the big steamer pitted against
the little speed boat. The Wolff II is
40 feet long, with a four-fo- ot .he am, and
has a Smalley motor, capable of develop-
ing ISO horse-powe- r. The little racer is
capahle of making 30 miles an hourl
Wolff will preside at the engine and E.
W. Spencer, father of Charles R. Spencer,
will be at the wheel.

The speed of the Charles R. Spencer is
about 20 miles an hour. To even things,
a handicap of one mile in every three
will be given the steamer. About ten
miles may be run by the Wolff II while
the steamer runs six and two-thir-

miles. The Spencer leaves on her regular
run to Astoria Sunday morning and will
be met at Linnton by the Wolff II. The
two will then race down the river.

Plans for a big parade to take place
during the Rose Festival are under way
by the officers of the Willamette Motor-bo- at

Club. If the plans receive the favor
of the Rose Festival authorities agorgeous pageant will assemble on the
river. Every motorboat on the Willam-
ette will take part and all will be decorat-
ed for the occasion. It Is the intention
of the club to have a brass band bead
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the fleet of decorated motorboats, of
which there will probably be 200. The
number of boats out for the parade Me-
morial day gives good promise of a spec-
tacular turnout for the Festival. Tne
course to be followed if the plan succeeds
is from Ross Island to Swan Island.

Since the fair weather appeared, motor-boa- ts

have been out on the river nearly
every evening in large numbers. More
boathouses than ever' before ' have beenput into service and the lovers of the
water are making these their headquar-
ters.

Considerable interest is being taken in
the sport by out-of-to- motorboat own-
ers. Messrs. Fox and Judd,- of Astoria,
and J. Rogers, of Salem, were the guesta
of the Willamette Motorboat Club for
