The proposed ordinancedoTO not call for any inspector, nor willIt create any expense to the city. Itvill. however, compel a great monopolyto so string its wires that the maximumbeprotection afforded to the working-me- nwho are compelled to climb thein work upon these dangerous wiresThe ordinance, if carried, will require"
first that wires be strung 16 Inches fromcenter pole, thus giving 30 Inches ofspare in which the linemen can standwhile working with high tension wiresSecond( no transformer and arc lamp"fixtures are permitted on the same poleThird, wires carrying high voltage mustbe strung on cross arms, and such crossarms shall be marked "Danger." Fourthall guy wires must be insulated, notless than six nor more than eight feetfrom each end.

rate will be reduced fully 75 per-
cent.

Mr. Gibons was one of the prominent
men of Wasco County, and served asCounty Clerk for 13 years. He was
Mayor of The Dalles In 18S5. He was a
Mason of high rank, past master ofwasco loose INO. lb. A. r . and A. M..
of The Dalles; past high priest of The
Dalles Chapter No. 6, Royal Arch Ma-
sons, and past grand high 'priest of thestate of Oregon and generalissimo of Co-
lumbia commandery.

TALK U STOMACH ILLS

DR. G. F. KOEHXER DISCUSSES
"FAULTY HYGIENE."

Calls Attention to Various Articles
or Diet That May or May Not Be

Tftiken With Safety. ,

Dr. George F. Koehler delivered an ad-
dress on "Faulty Stomach Hygiene"
Wednesday afternoon before the Home
Training Circle in Sunnyside School. '

The speaker dwelt at length upon the
necessity of a mixed diet, the excess of
a particular element in one article being
counteracted by. Its deficiency in an-
other. He also pointed out the fact thatparents are oftentimes unmindful of theImportance to children of fresh air. out-
door exercise and proper table habits fn
the healthy development of mind anlbody. Many serious ills, such as St.
Vitus dance, epilepsy and nervous break-
down, he said, were due in large measure
to disorders of digestion. Dr. Koehler
also repudiated the popular notion thatthe drinking of water at meals is in-
jurious. He said that, on the contrary,
water In moderate quantity is an aid to
digestion and that water taken at any
time la beneficial. Dr. Koehler's address
was in part as follows:

"Monotony of diet as a possible cause
of stomach derangement in . children
should be considered. The stomach go;8
tired of a repetition at each meal, just asthe brain gets tired and disgusted withrepetitions to the eye and ear. Articles
of food most likely to be so repeated are
sugarand bread, butter and milk, also,
but less frequently, coffee and tea. But-ter three times a day every day In theyear is butter too often, and the same
rule applies to sugar and milk, to
and coffee.

"Another hygienic fault worth mention
ing in this connection is the ingestion o
stale food, reserving dishes, bringing to
ine taoie a second or third Uma the rem

nant of a dish that has already become
stale, badly Infected and too ready to
undergo let- - us briefly
review a few articles of diet that are
often ingested In this condition. Take,
for example, bread. Bread Is generally
moist and presents a large
amount of surface to the air,
the cut surface; and If it becomes 38

hours old In warm weather or in a warm
place In cool weather. It can on a careful

be observed to be Infected
with fungus. It is then stale bread. If
no harm results from, eating, stale bread.
It Is only because it goes into a vigor-
ous stomach. Whatsis true of bread
applies with even more force to pies and
cakes. Ice" cream is a safe luxury when
the cream of which It is made is fresh;
otherwise It is dangerous. There is na-
turally little danger of people eating
foods in which is plainly
evident to the senses, but the chief dan-
ger lies in the use of stale foods In which
no or even Infection of any
sort Is visible to the 'Yiaked eye.
