Strikers' Only Condition Ijs That
Leaders Be Keleas-e- Con- - ,

buI as Peacemaker.

M'CLOUD. Cal., June 5. President J.
H. Queal, of" the McCloud River Lum
ber Company, consented today to sub-
mit to arbitration the differences be-
tween the company and the 600 striking
Italian laborers. At a meeting of thestrikers it was decided to accept thisoffer only on condition that their lead-
ers now under arrest be released andpermitted to leave the camp.

It is believed that, with the arrivaltomorrow of Consul-Gener- al Rocca
from San Francisco a settlement will be
effected quickly, as the Italians are dis-
posed to follow his advice, and thecompany seems willing to pave theway for a fair adjustment of the diffi
culty.

Shortly before noon todav. Ad
jutant-Gener- al Lauck placed a skir
mish line around the Italian camp
to prevent any one from escaping,
under arrest.

Despite the presence of trooDS. an attempt was made, late yesterday afternoon, to compel the Italian laborers on
the ranches of the McCloud River Lum
ber Company, to quit work. Several shots
which hit no one caused the strikersto desist and scatter. The teamsters
at logging camp No. 2 have quit, refus
ing to work with the Greeks, who have
been Imported to take 'the place of the
strikers.

TRAIN HAS CLOSE CALL
Seven Coaches Derailed on Bridge

Approach by Freak Accident.

BAKER CITY. Or., June 5. (Special.)
Had it not been for a strong steelpillar on a railroad bridge between

North Powder and Telocasset. severalpassenger coaches of train No. 6. on
the O. R. & N. that was due in BakerCity at 8:30 this morning, would be ly-
ing in the creek bed and doubtless tile
number of dead and injured would
have been great. When the trainpulled across the bridge this morning
shortly after 7 o'clock, for some unac-
countable reason the trucks of the ten-
der left the rails and fell into the creek.

The engine remained on the track.out seven passenger coaches were de-
railed, and the occupants, while notinjured, were given quite a shaking.
Trainmen cannot account for the acci-
dent. Wrecking crews were at work ina short time and the tracks were
cleared about 3 o'clock this afternoon.
Passenger train No. 7 bound for Port-
land, was detained at Haines until late
this afternoon on account of the wreck.
