DECADENT NATIONS' WOE

Species of Evolution, Countries Are
Like Individuals.

YWhile recogtizing the fact that from
the earliest period of which we have any
record till now, ths history of mankind
shows steady progress toward highor av-
erage Intelligence and morals and 1im-
proved materizl conditions, averyona
knows that In the evolutlonary proceas
through which thess have bheaen
reached, gome nations have come to thslr
zenith of power and prosperity, appear to
hiave exhausted thelr wvirility and fecund-
ity, and have been pushed a=ide and dis-
appearsd from the struggle. At different
times the Assyrimns and Babylonlans, the

Egyptiens and Persians, the Greaks and
Romana have been dominant racss, and
the Influenca of all of them

is still felt,
but they all long ago ceasad to bo factors
in ths worid and no longer exist as na-
tiona. It does not Imply pessimistic
views, In fact (¢t Is the teaching of history
to supposa that n=tions now prosperous
&and prominent must at some time take
thelr places among those whosa mission
Is fulfillad and who no longer count

Among English-speaking peopls 1t hnn
besn habltual to predict that the 3
modern nation to begin to go down would
be France. This theory was based chiefly
cn the fact that the birth rates In recent
years had fallen off rapldiy, until 1t
reached a point whers deatha were mora
numerous than births, but of late thes tide
ssems to have turmed and France ls at
lepnst holding her own

FPossibiy

no country is In !mmediate
fianger, but looked npat imparttally, It
would seem that England hss more

ground for apprehension than any other.
Conditions there are far from reassuring
and have been for aome years growing
steadily worss. Not only haa the birth
rate heavily dsascroeassd, bt the general
phyrsical condition of the people has grent-
ly deteriorated. At tha time of the Boer
wnr the physical standnrd for er ment
had to be very much lowered in order to
get recrulia. Insanity and pauperism have
multipliod ominously. as has ohronle and
widespread Ieck of employment. With
a colosaal national debt, the burdens of
the empire grow constantly heavier and
the demands for naval and military es-
tablishments greater. To these has bean
added the provision for old-age pensions,
making iaxation Intolerably burdensoms,
and Instead of a prospect of any reduc-
tion in any direction there s every reason
to expeet a large increass,

These conditions offer an Inviting fiald
to a rampant and progreésslve sociallsm,
which, with a large representation al-
rendy in Parllament, threatena to capture
& majority of the elsctorate by specious
promises to rellave & situation which its
succass must, In the nature of things.
aggravata. To many psopla the attituda
and behavier of the suffragettes in Eng-
land 1z another Indlcation of decadence.

It 1s not, however, necessary from all
this to concluda that the English rece is
decadent, that a retrograde movement
has set In and that the British FEmpirs
is about to fall to places, To the pes-
simistically disposed there are many
things In the English situation to canse
unensiness, but nations, like (ndividuals,
tiave ups and downs, and it {s altogether
probable that England will emerge from
her pressnt period of depression as vigor-
ous and prospérous as she has evar bean,
to resume her onward career and to
maintain and Increase her power and
prestige at home and abroad. It is to the
