Thaw
states, when pslied .ue reason for the
discontinuance of the privileges to hor
son, answered that what had been done
for him was not appreciated. Mra. Thaw
EAYN:

Special ¥ood Denled.

“Even the privilege i3 denled me of
giving my boy the whites of eggs and
orange® juoice prescribed for him by his
physicians and which heretofore 1 have
glven each afternoon when 1 mads my
vislt.

“For the first tims In (hese 18 monthy
theay have denled hlm the privilege of
playing the plano. He s locked up in the
bare cell," which 1 desoribed In court, at §
o’clock, although other patients, some of
whom do not work, wre allowed to relnsin
up untll 9 o'clock.

"Yesterday my son had nothing what-
ever o eat from 6:05 In fhe morning to
B:46 In the evoning becausse a lawryer
cams to see Iim at noon, Lhe dinner hour.
Even the keepors wished to geot him
something to eat, but I, Baker gave
special instructions that they should giva
him nothing duering this 11 hours of
starvation.

Thaw Says Revenge.

“The redson was given that what they
Ind done was not “appreciated much when
wa went to court."
