The rate an
nounced is 43s 9ri. and Geraldton ia
given as an optional port of discharge.

Balfour. Guthrie & Co. have placed
the French bark La Perouse on charte
for the round trip between Europe and
the Columbia River. The vessel will
take general cargo at Antwerp and will
return with wheat for the united King
doin. .

The fixing of La Perouse Is the first
grain charter announced for a week.
Lumber fixtures have also been slow
and the outlook for foreign shipments
of timber for the month of September
is not as good as during the last six
month?. Loading In the river at pres
ent for foreign ports Is the single
steamship M. S. Dollar. The craft is
on berth at Linnton and will finish
about the middle of the week.

CROSSED PLAINS IN 1850

Life History of. Mrs. Saloma Jones
Davidson, Who Died Recently.

Mrs Saloma Jones Davidson, a Port-
land pioneer woman of 1S50, died at
the residence of her daughter, Mrs., Olivia Boat, at Williams, Josephine
County. Or-- last Sunday, August 22.

Mrs. Davidson was born in Monroe
County. Kentucky, near the town of
Berksvllle. August 13. 1S22. In 1S3S
her parents removed to Schuyler Coun-
ty. Illinois, and on October 22., 1840. she
was married to Elijah B. Davidson, also
a native of Kentucy, but who. at the
date of marriage, waa living near Mon-
mouth. Warren County, 111. By the year
1849 favorable reports regarding the
"Oregon Country" having reached that
section of that state, the Davidson,
Squire Whitman and a number of other
families prepared themselves for
"crossing the plains." The start west-
ward was made March 2S, 1850, and
August 31 the party arrived at "Fos-
ter's." a point near Eagle Creek, Clack-
amas County, of today.

Mr. Davidson went direct to Milwau-kl- e,

arriving on September 2. where
the familyspent the Winter. Being a
carpenter by trade, he sought employ-
ment, but had no tools. He soon found
a chance to get work at $9 a day on
a mill, providing he had the necessary
implements. In a short time he learned
where a kit could 'be obtained for 200,
containing everything needed by the
"carpenter and Joiner" of that day. Af-

ter the mill work was finished, he was
rgaged by Lot Whltcomb to work on

his steamboat, or that name, which
was launched at Mllwaukle on Christ-
mas day, 1550. He and some members
of his family, among others his son, I.
G. Davidson, of this city, were present

' on that occasion, and saw Captain
Frederick Morse, of the schooner Mer-
chantman, instantly killed by the ex

plosion of a cannon used In firing a sa- - I

lute In honor of the launching.
On February 1, 1851, Mr. Davidson

took up a donation land claim, the
south line of which was the base line
(now East Stark street), and the west
line about East Forty-fourt- h street or
the present time. Upon this he built
a log cabin and lived four years, that
being necessary before he could ac-

quire a title. Late in 1854 Mr. David-
son sold the southeast 240 acres of his
claim for 11500. and In the latter part
of the year following he sold the re-

mainder for $4000 10 an acre. .He
then removed to Polk County, and
bought a half section of land about half
a mile north of the present town of
Independence, paying $10 an acre there- - J

for. In I86S he sold out and removea
to Williams. Josephine County, acquired
a homestead, and made his home there
until January IS, 18S8, the date of his
death.

Mr. and Mrs. Davidson had 13 chti
dren. five of whom were born in 111!

nols. One of these died in Infancy, and
the remaining four came to Oregon
with their parents. Eight children sur
vive their mother, as follows: I. G. Dav
idson, of Portland: J. S. Davidson and
E. J. Davidson, of Williams: M. M. Dav
idson, of Berkeley. Cal.; Mrs. Sarah J,
Goodwin, of Oakley. Cal.; C. T. David
son, of Ashland: Mrs. Olivia W. Boat, of
Williams; J. E. Davidson, of Gold iiiu.

CHINESE DOCTORS SLOW

MEDICAL SCIENCE IX EMPIRE
IS AT STANDSTILL.

Some Superstitious Remedies Used

Sow as Centuries Ago, Though
' Hospitals Do Their Best.

SHANGHAI. Aug. Much
Is beard In these days of the awakening
of China and undoubtedly progress is
being mad in various directions. But
medical science, as it is knowtt to tne
native practitioner, remains pretty much
in the condition described in the me-

moirs of Le Conte, published in the 17th
century.

In urging the need for tnorougngoing
reform, the North China Herald points
out that for centuries medical knowledge
has been at a standstill and that tne
noDuIatlon has been at the mercy of ig
norant charlatans who pass themselves
off as djoctors.

'In spite of over half a century of close
contact with Europeans." says, the Her-
ald, "the Chinese doctor of today re
mains Ignorant of the rudiments of anat
omy and physiology and has the most
ludicrous notions of the functions of the
internal organs and the causes of disease.
He pretends to determine the treatment
and prognosis of every ailment by feeling
the pulse alone, and ascribes seve'ral
pulses to each arm and Infinite variations
to each pulse. Each pulse is supposed
to show the condition of some particular
organ of the body and all the pulses may
vary at the same time."

Diseases are attributed to occult in
fluences of the most absurd kind ana
reliance is usually placed upon the quan
tity rather than the quality of the medi-
cine swallowed. Thus doses may vary
from 30 to 40 pills and a pint to even a
quart of liquid. The disgusting nature
of many of the medicines employed is a
matter of general knowledge. Surgery,
as tne word is unaersiooa in wesiern
lands, is unknown, and boils and similar
afflictions, instead of being opened and
drained, are closed by the unsightly
pitch plasters which are such a common
sight in the streets or native cities.

Mission hospitals are making noble ef
forts to supply the deficiency and in
nearly every one the foreign doctors are
grievously overworked. The amount of
good done by these institutions can hard

be exaggerated, although the Chinese
are slow to appreciate the value of their
services. There is an inveterate preju
dice against foreign doctors. So great

the antipathy to the surgeon s craft
that post-morte- m examinations ar not
allowed. An inquest upon the suspected
victim of a crime Is usually the merest
farce, the tests used by the native prac-
titioners seldom revealing the real cause

death.
The Herald urges that hospitals be

established In every city in the empire,
and suggests that the refuges for the
cure of opium victims which have been
opened all over China might be utilized
for the care of the sick and the training

students. At present --China is at the
mercy of every wave of infectious dis-
ease. Each epidemic of cholera, plague,
smallpox and other disease smites down
thousands who might escape by observing
the simplest sanitary precautions or by
receiving, proper medical attention. In
spite of this fact, no effort is being made

China herself to face the problem.
