 DUGDALE CAUSE OF WRATH

Dizposition of Outlaw Players Is
Bone of Contentlon—MeCredie
Might Have Been President,

Judge Graham Right Man.

tima, Af the belllgerent aly of the North-
weat continues

Naturally, the most-taiked-of fenture
of Lthe gession wag the manner in which
Judge MeCredle was turned down on
the propositign to have a Northwest
ciub In Portiand thia coming season.
From the time that Cal !-thlg returned
lant Sundsy from his Eastern trip, It
appeared s foregone conclusian that the
Northweat people would joss put.

Thara are ssverzl. roasons that may
have Induced the Californians to vota
as thex dld. First of all, D. E, Dugidale,
of Seattle, clashed wlith Cal Ewing at
the Memphls meeting. When the sub-
Ject came up of the dispesition of piay-
ers who had jumped to the State Leaagus
from various cltles throughout the
country and then oome iato the fold
by way of the Coast' League, it was
Dugdale, according to Ewing. who
hlocked the schama by which theaa

piavers were Lo remain with the Coast-
ers,

Ewing argued that as his organiza-
tion had Been to considerabld expense
itn fighting the outlaws, that It should
be allowed to r the men, Dugdale,
whoe had a cla an Terry Mghuns, re-
centliy with Oakland Coast, thought dif-
ferently. Further than cthat, says Bw-
ing, Dugdale necited other clubowners
to make a proiest. Consequently thera
was nothing left for Ewing to do but
agree that all sueh players should be
returned to the State Langue, to remaln
for two &aAnd four Ars, accprding to
whether thay were reserve-hreakers or
contract-jumpers.

And that made J. Cal sore. He considerad
it a direct slap by Dugdale and possihly
wanted to retaliate.

Move for Eight-Club League?

Two things have warked
against them. First of all, they chargad
50 cents for tha bleschersg The fans
argued that they could wee the leagus
gumes for*26 cents., So they lopked over
the meajor leaguers A couple of times,

and declded they had enosuagh.

More than that, there has been a long
streteh of bassball since last March,
when the White Sox arrived, and tha
fans are tired out. Thay want to think
af something elee. Many of us think
that the baseball secason {5 stretched

out beyond reasonabls limits, and that

the present trip of the Enatera stass
was more or less of & mistake,
