Willamette at Albany Reaches Ten-
Foot Mark, but Belief Is That
Worst of Storm Is Over in

Willamette Valley.

ALBANY. Or., Nov. 2. — (Speciul. )—
The new cement pier under the hig
wagon bridges across the Santiam Rlyer
at Jefferson toppled over last night
and has disappeared in the awollen wa-
ters of the Santiam. The pler Waa
erceted only last Summer by Linn and
Marion counties at a cost of $3200.

The big bridge still stands without
apparent damage, for the reason that
the fallen pler was erected in*a place
where there had been no pler and dld
not alter the shape of the bridge. The
bridge was in a weakened condition
iast Summer and the new pier
erected to strengthien It. The pler
40 feet high acd 321 feat wide npnd was
built of solld cement with a steel cas-
Ing.

The Santiam now at flood stage
and continues 1o risa rapidiy. The Hood
in the South Santiam has washed out
tha false work fori thre new Southern
Pacific rallrosd bridge at Lebanon. The
boom to eatoh wood for the Lebanon
paper mills also broke today, but most
of the wood had been foated into the
canal befors the high water, so Httle
was lost,

The Calspooia River s flooded along
ts entire course through Linn County,
but no damage mlong this stream has
been reported.
