Promlising Men In Sight.
I want to see a white man win the
heavywelight champlonship of the world.

an Amerlcan preferred, of course. but
by all means a white man. and will do

everything in my power to help. I can-
not, however, personally take hold af
and try to develop all the ambitlous

roungsters who have written me on the
subject. 1 now have my eye Oon one or
two, promising boxers, men who have
shown falr abllity In &8 number of con-
tests and whose knowledge of the game
will be put more severely 1o the test
in the near future.

If any one of these men in his next
sngagement demonstrates to my sRtis-
faction that he has A good chance wi*h
the more prominent heavvwelghtis now
In the Iimelight. T will make an offer
to take him under my care with the
hope that my knowledge of the art of
boxing will help him on his way to the
covetad championship goal. 1 will be
on the ground té watch these men and
feel compet=nt to jJjudge as to thelr
merits as boxers.
