On _two occasions the gas Jeisn om the
kttr-ﬁnq_runn in the rostaurant have
been found turped on full force, lata at
night, and the pollce for a time enter-
talned the theory that some person was
endeavoring to destroy the restmurant
Tha case was first reported to the police
last Wednesday by J. J. Byrnes propristor
of the Portland Creamery. # Washing-
ton street. Byrne sald that he noticed
a smell of gas coming from the restau-
rant long after midnight. He ontered and
found a gas jet turned on and a lght
buming. The room was full of gas and
a destructive axplosion was probably
avertad by the timely discovery. Byrns
told the police that the opening of the
gns jJot might be part of & plot to destroy
the rostuurant Patrolman Madden and
Fire Marshal W. H Bilerly could find
nothing to show who had opensd tha Jet.

James M. Kan, the Chiness proprietor,
closed the place at P o'clock Thursday
and took especial care to aee that all the
gas-cocks were tightly closed and the room
securely locked. At 1 o'clock that morn-
ing he went back. accompanied by Mr.
Byme, and on entering the place found
it agaln flooded with gas The two men
reported thelr discovery to Fitzslmmons,
Kan declared that po one had a key to
the place, and Fltssimmons decided that
rats were the ounly possible offenders.
Upon his advice, Kan placed two trape
on the range, right by ths thumb-screws,
and sbortly aftor midnight yesterday
morning ha and Fitesimmons went back
to the restaurant They found a rat In
sach trap. The cocks, from long use,
turned freely and In runanlng over the
range. ths rodents had caused them to
turn.
