DEAD TO COME TO LIFE

Decapitated Buddhist Reincarnated by Queer Decree of Chinese Prince
Regent in Name of Four-Year-Old Emperor.

EKIN, Aug. 20 —(Special.)—From
p time to tlme most curious imparial

edicts are promulgated in the of-
government organ. the Pekin
Of course, sll things creé pos-
sible with the ruler of the Celestial
Emplire, the Son of Heaven and no-
body except a “barbarian” llke myselfl
was surprised to read a few days ago
that the Prince Regent, in the nsme of
the 4-year-old Emperor, had decreed
that & certaln hutu ketu, one of the
high ecclesiastics of Thibet, decapl-
tated more thaan two jyears ago, was
now to be reincarnated. This was the

decree:

“We have received s memorial from
the imperia]l resident in Thibet, Lien
Yu, stating that in the 25th year of
Kunngsu the deposed Dalal Lama rec-
ommended in & dispatch that the Saint
of Timu, A-Wang-Lo-Pu-Chang Ching-
Li-Yao,Chleh, who engaged Lama Chan-
Tul-Kang-Pa to make an attempt on
hisz (the Dalal Lamna's) life by sorcery,
be dispossessed of his titles of Saint
and Ching Shan Buddha. But accord-
ing to the joimt petitlons (received
iater) from the Lamas of other tem-
ples, It appears that the sald Saint,
who was frea from bad conduct, was
falsely socussd, and grace was asked
in his behalf.

“As the clrcumstances of this case
have heen thoroughly Investigated by
lien Yu., we sympathize with the Saint
of Timu for having been sccused with-
out foundation, end it ls hereby com-
manded that his titles of Shan Buddha
and Saint of Timu be restored to him
and thet he bs entitied to re-embodi-
ment."

it seems that the Baint of Timu was
one of thoes ligher dignitaries of the
Lama falth who are entitlad, llks the
Dalal and Panshen Lamas, t0 succeas-
ive reincarnation. No sponer doeés his
soul] depart from one human form than
it entars another. Hence the curlous
wording of the edict, which gave no
hint of the pressure put upon the
hutu keti''s soul to départ from. the last
body It had the temerity to occcupy.

Now, the ex-Dalal Lama—the
poral as distinet from the religious
head, the Panshen Lamas—of the Thib-
otan fTaith, was evidently much of a
rogue and deserved to bhe driven out of
the country, as he was some months
ago by the Chiness troops. For one
thing, he cnused this unfortunats hutu
}etu of many names to lose his head,
for no other reason than his fallure to
fall In with a suggestion for sharing
his spoils. The hutu ket was very rich
—acoording to my Chinese friends.

It Is, of course, comprehansible to a
Western Intellect how & soul can be
set free, but to re-establish ona In
mortal cofls requires some little eluci-
datlon. For some centuries. and until
comparatively racent times. the rela-
tives contrived by more or less open
gets of fraud to lndicate after his de-
cease the i(ndividual whom It esaolted
them to sslect as the new {nearnation.

It was Iin order to obvlate proceed-
ings of this kind. which had more than
once brought forward persons distaste-
ful and dangerous to the suzerain pow-
er, that the Emperor HKien Lung or-
dalned, In 1792, that the succession to
the august dignities should be deter-
mined in the following manner:

At the decease of ench Dalal Lama—
when, like sll members of the cisss en-
dowed with the privilage of successive
births, he is sald to have “entered upon
the pertection of repose™—inquiries are
made by the priests with referance to
miraculous signs which may have been
observed In attendance upon the birth
of children about that period.

Particulars of the required kind are
always duly procured, and these are
tranamittad in proper form to the Chi-
nese authorities at Lhasa. After soru-
tiny of the docum=nts &nd the seading
of reports to Pekin, a certaln number
of infants are brought with their par-
ents to Lhasa Hare, on an eppointed
dny, thelr names are inscribed on slips of
wood. which, after belng carsfully
gosled, are deposited in & golden urn
prescribed by the Emperor Klen Lung.

The nams drawn from the urn is
halled amid universal rejoicing as that
of the pew Incarpation, and the Dnlal
Lama iz declared to have come forth
in re-embodiment. After a short period

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of Instruction the mnewly sacclaimed
pontiff, at the .age of perhaps 2 or 3
years, is solemnly enthroned, and dur-
Ilng his long ensulng minority he re-
maing, as o matter of course, & puppet
In the hands of the Chinese Imperial
Resldent.

Such was the manner of selection of
the new Dsalul Lama & fow wesks ago.
And In this way the lesser eccleslas-
tical dignitary will be ealled buck to
Iife, to receive again his titlas and his
rich worldly possessions, ln accordance
with the edict given ahove,

But as the Dalal Lama, who fall into
disfavor with the suzerain power, has
not yet shaken off his mortal colls, It
would appear that he Is today simply
a llving body without a soul, having
beon deprived of his soul by the edlet
incarnating the present ruling infant
Still, as I sald, all things are held to
be posaible with the Son of Heaven.

According to the Pekin papers, the
Chiness Government intends to use the
present opportunity—the long minor-
ity of the new pontlff—to separats the
rule of church and state In Thibet—in
other words, to limit the powar of tha
Dalal Lama to the control of purely
raligious matters. It ix stated that the
Chinese Government has informed the
legations at Pekin that it will not ap-
prove Agresments concluded between
the Dalal Lama and forelgn mnations, ns
a consegquence of these now reforma.
